Resolutions

08-004 – Kathy Flikke Resignation:  Flikke resigned the position of deputy clerk effective 02/15/08. Holmes motioned to approve, Van De Walker seconded. Passed 4-0-0.

08-005 – Accepting Quotes & Awarding a Contract for the Cleaning & Televising of a Portion of the Sanitary Sewers:  Quotes for cleaning & televising approximately 9,299 feet of sanitary sewer were obtained from the following:  Rot-Rooter:  $9,700, Municipal Pipe Tool Co:  $10,660, Visu-Sewer Clean & Seal:  $12,758 & Infratech:  $14,078.  Van De Walker motioned to accept the low bid of Roto-Rooter, Benson seconded.   Passed 4-0-0.
08-008 – Authorization of the Mayor to Sign a Professional Services Agreement with WHKS for Engineering of the Cleaning & Televising of a Portion of the City’s Sanitary Sewer Lines:  The City authorized WHKS Engineering to obtain quotes for cleaning & televising some sanitary sewers & WHKS presented a professional services agreement.  Van De Walker motioned to approve, Simonson seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.  
Request for Council Action
08-01:  Interviewing Candidates for the Deputy Clerk Position:  Benson motioned that in order to expedite the hiring process the personnel committee & not the whole council should conduct interviews.  Holmes seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.
08-02:  Number of City Representatives Who Will Attend the 02/15/2008 Goodhue Co. City, County & Tribal Council Meeting:  Simonson, Van De Walker & Christopherson will definitely attend, Benson will check his schedule.  Benson motioned to approve, Van De Walker seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.
08-03:  Cell Phone Tower in the Industrial Park:  The City was contacted about the construction of a 150 foot tower within city limits, specifically the industrial park.  The City Attorney is reviewing the City Code to determine if it is allowable.  Council consensus was that if the tower could be placed somewhere that it was not obvious it may be allowed.  Van De Walker motioned to approve, Holmes seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.

08-04:  Amending Sec. 152.36 Dimensional Requirements (minimum) of the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances:  Heights are incorrectly listed a minimum & not the correct maximum.  The administrator will verify other cities’ maximum height allowances of buildings before calling a public hearing & instructing the City attorney to amend.  Holmes motioned to approve, Benson seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.

Other New Business:

Council representatives & City staff will be holding a meeting with Jaguar Communications (formerly DM Broadband) on 02/12/08 concerning the non-fulfillment of the contract between the City & Jaguar to provide free voice over IP phone service to the City in exchange for Jaguar using the City water towers free of charge for antennae
