ADOPT AGENDA:   Berg motioned to adopt, seconded by Benson.   Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Van De Walker motioned to approve, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: Jason Boynton and Ben Turnquist presented the City Audit for 2008.
Pat Christopherson presented the building permit for Vertical Limits new building for approval. Passed 5-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS:

Resolutions

09-010 –ACCEPTING ORDINANCE NO. 146 – ALCOHOL IN PUBLIC PARKS: 
CITY Attorney Petersen redrafted this ordinance that was discussed at last meeting.  This allows no alcoholic beverage in a city park between the hours of 2:00 AM and 6:00 AM.  After discussion Berg moved and Holmes seconded the adoption of this resolution.  Passed 5-0-0.
09-011 – ACCEPTING ORDINANCE NO. 147 – OPEN BOTTLE USAGE: This ordinance would manage the presence of open bottles in public in the city.  Discussion was held with audience also involved.  Then motion made by Berg and seconded by Benson and was defeated by 0-5-0.
09-012 – ACCEPTING WANAMINGO FIRE DEPARTMENT’S BY-LAWS: The Fire Department needed to update their by-laws in order to go through the hiring of new volunteers.  After discussion Benson motioned to accept with amendment in section 10 regarding making negligent fire alarms punished by fine not exceeding $500.  Van De Walker seconded.  5-0-0.
09-013 – AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 144 (WOODBURNING STOVE): Issues have arisen regarding the regulation time allowed for operating these systems due to heating of homes and thawing water pipes needed after April 20th.  Darin Bohn presented information on wood burners with dual fuel systems which allow units to be switched to natural gas if the wind is in the wrong direction.  He suggested city may want to include something about this in the ordinance also.  Berg motioned to table this so can get together with City Attorney on, seconded by Holmes.
09-014 – APPROVING THE 2008 CITY AUDIT: Van De Walker motioned to approve. Holmes seconded. Passed 5-0-0.

09-015 – ACCEPTING A CITY INTERNAL CONTROL POLICY:  A policy was presented and this was tabled for more study.
09-016 – ESTABLISH POLICY FOR MINIMUM RESERVE FOR THE GENERAL FUND: The City will maintain undesignated reserves in its General Fund to have sufficient cash reserves for the months of operation between the receipts of state aid and property tax.  Berg motioned to approve, seconded by Van De Walker.  Passed 5-0-0.

09-017 – TEMPORARY LIQUOR LICENSES FOR BARNEY NESSETH: Barney Nesseth requested a temporary liquor license for July 3rd through July 5, 2009.  Benson motioned to issue, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.

09-018 – LIQUOR LICENSE FOR EMERALD VALLEY CLUB HOUSE:  A non-intoxicating on sale and Sunday liquor license will be granted to Emerald Valley Clubhouse in place until December 31, 2009 with pre-conditions that clubhouse be refurbished and repainted, it be handicap accessible and has posted hours.  Berg motioned to issue based on conditions, Holmes seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.
09-019 – AWARDING THE SALE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION TAX INCREMENT AND IMPROVEMEN REFUNDING BONDS SERIES 2009A:  George Eilertson of Northland Securities presented the detailed information on this process which will save the city about $40,000.00 due to lower interest rates.  Benson motioned to award this sale, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.
Adjourn: At 8:25 PM a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Berg and seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.
