A) Al King from WHKS

a. Announcing his retirement and introduced his replacement, Glen Gustafson.

B) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
a. Water tower has been drained and cleaned
b. Pool is painted, filled, and running.  Pool house has been painted, but there are issues with paint on floor
c. Sprayed playground at the park, some of the posts may need to be replaced

d. Hung volleyball nets and place garbage cans at park

e. Sewer plant has been mowed and needs it every two weeks

f. Dump site has been pushed up

g. Hydrants will be flushed this next month

h. Street sweeping – done every couple of weeks – used brush on skid loader ahead of sweeper

i. Trimming trees – some has happened and more will occur this summer

j. 2nd Pickup and topper have been sold

k. Flags have been hung up on the correct days and will be hung up on the 4th; 4th of July banner up

l. May need water line installed at the WW Plant

m. Pool – want to bury sump pump line along the east side of the pool fence

n. Crack sealing proposal - $6,300.00

o. Chlorine Feeder for kiddy pool does not work – can’t keep correct Ph levels

C) Representative Steve Drazkowski

a. Spoke about the 2010 session and the structural deficit now and in the future.  He stated to not count on anymore LGA increase and actually plan for less LGA in the near future.

10-024- authorizing the installation of a slow sign on Mingo View.  Holmes motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
10-025- Naming of the existing park at the north end of Nelson Drive and the intersection of 5th Street E.  Berg motioned, seconded by Simon.  Discussion was to have a naming contest rather than naming it ‘troll’ park.  Berg moved to table and asks a civic organization to conduct a naming contest and recommend that name to council for consideration, seconded by Benson.   Passed 5-0-0.
