A) Vieths & Sandbergs Families discussed 2nd Avenue

a. Issues of speeding traffic through a neighborhood with many children – signage was requested

b. City Council will take issue under advisement – also referred Citizens to Neighborhood Watch to voice concerns – Deputies will be present

B) Jerry Henricks & Conrad Clement
a. Looking for financing for the infrastructure – still want to be working this spring on club house

b. Had a couple of minor concerns on tax payment agreement – i.e. dollar amounts and corporate names

c. RESOLUTION 11-028 = Approving Golf Course Delinquent Property Taxes and Special Assessments Payment Agreement – with amendments to resolution and agreement to change percentages to actual dollar figures and change/modify Emerald Valley to Conrad Clement/ 7th Rib on agreement:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0.

C) Heidi Haugen

a. RESOLUTION 11-026 = Approving the Wow Fitness Path Proposal Including a plan for sign placement – with an amendment to the resolution stating that this trail is not operated or maintained by the City and that any liability will be on Kenyon/Wanamingo School District:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0.
D) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
a. Water Tower Telemetry – Automatic Systems was the low bid that the City hired to complete the work.  All the parts are in except the radios.  It has been three weeks since the agreement was signed.  The work should begin in a week or two.
b. There was a leak in the water tower.  There was a four inch stress crack that McGuire Iron came and repaired with beading welds.  They also performed a cleanout of the tower.
c. Cleaned ice/snow off streets and intersections when needed

d. Kevin Ryan is installing remote door openers in the City Shop

e. Office in City Shop sheet rocked, painted, and trim installed.  Will be doing same to break room

f. Checking on prices with multiple suppliers for Chemicals at the pool, well, and sewer plant

g. McCarthy wells will be in this week to conduct annual inspections of wells

h. Steve and Monty went to water operations class last week – took the certification test on Friday – will have the results in a week or two
i. A discussion occurred on the ability to acquire mobile communication units – such as walkie talkies for sewer jetting/ snow removal

11-021 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills for 2012 Property Taxes:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0

11-022 = Adopting 2011 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0
11-023 = Adopting 2011 Swimming Pool Fees & Schedule:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0
11-024 = Adopting a City of Wanamingo Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Policy:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0

11-025 = Approving the purchase of a sludge application vehicle from a City Employee:  Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0

11-027 = Accepting the 1-year lease of a John Deere Gator for the Wanamingo Fire Department from SEMA Equipment:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0
A discussion took place on the 2011 Fireworks.  Last year the total bill for fireworks was $8,336.25.  The City placed $8,500.00 in the budget for 2011.  There was consensus by the council to follow the budgeted amount.  The Fire Department and the Commercial Club will be donating the regular amount and the City will make up the difference in the general fund.  The Fire Department is planning the dance for the night of July 3rd and the fireworks will be on the night of July 4th.
OLD BUSINESS:
Updates:
ISO report came back.  The Fire Department/ City came back with a better rating since the last ISO audit.  We now have a 54 rating compared to the previous 48 (out of a 100).  This should mean reduction in homeowner’s insurance in the near future.
