09-003 – New Sewer Use Fee: Due to the Governor of MN cutting the City’s Local Government Aid, the City needs to secure additional revenues to account for the shortfall.   An increase of $1 for sewer usage was recommended.  Benson motioned to accept and Berg  seconded.  Passed 4-0-0.
Meeting was temporarily adjourned at 6:40 PM until the arrival of Dan Rechtzigel.  Meeting was again called to order at 6:55 PM.

Dan Rechtzigel reported on the status of the Minneola turkey farm project.

At this time Joe Wheeler and Buffy Beranck from SEMMCHRA/HRA presented the options that may be considered for SEMMCHRA purchasing Heritage Hill.  There was discussion between the council, Wheeler and Buffy and Dan Rechtzigel on the different options and how to proceed on this project.  The City will present the project to the County Board with the help of Wheeler and Buffy.  County Board approval is necessary for this project to happen.
