PRESENTERS: John Vangsness presented a complaint regarding a truck box that his neighbor Robert Reicherts moved to Reicherts yard to use as a storage shed. City Attorney Roger Peterson spoke regarding restrictions and this truck box is in violation of ordinances set by the City.  Reicherts will need to apply for a conditional use permit and a hearing will be held.  Building permit was not granted and the issue tabled to next meeting.
NEW BUSINESS:

Resolutions

09-007 –ACCEPTING CITY MANAGEMENT OF FIRE DEPARTMENT “CHARGES FOR SERVICES” FUNDS: State Auditor requested that these fees no longer be managed under the Relief Association.  A savings account will be set up at Security State Bank of Wanamingo for these funds. Funds drawn from this account will be specifically for fire department expenses.  Berg moved and Benson seconded the adoption of this resolution.  Passed 4-0-0.
09-008 – ALCOHOL IN PUBLIC PARKS: City Attorney Peterson presented information on ordinance now in force and gave some of his concerns and ideas.  Discussion followed and it was decided to redraft this proposed ordinance and consider the new one at the next meeting. 
09-009 – OPEN BOTTLE ORDINANCE: City Attorney Peterson also reported on his research and concerns regarding this proposed ordinance.  Discussion was held and it was decided to table this and Peterson will redraft the ordinance and present at next meeting along with 009-008 to be voted on at that time.
09-010 – PROCLAIMING APRIL 2009 AS SEXUAL ASSAULT AWARENESS MONTH: This is in honor of all the citizens that have been affected by sexual violence, as well as those who have dedicated their time to serving victims and ending sexual violence in our country.  Berg motioned to approve, seconded by Benson.  Approved 4-0-0.
