iii. 2 foot section was replaced – corroded around the bell – placed 2 clamps and both ends of the new pipe that City Workers found at Schumacher’s in Zumbrota

ORDINANCE 153 – 2011 Fee Schedule – 2nd Reading: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
ORDINANCE 154 – Amending the regulation of snow mobiles and all-terrain vehicles established by ordinance #137; in order to strike section (E): VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
A) At 7:48pm, Mayor  Berg re-opened up public hearing on Tax Abatement for Club House/ Golf Course Development

a. Jerry Heinrich spoke on behalf of the developer stating that Goodhue County Electric will not be partnering on the grant application, but Dakota County Electric is in negotiations for USDA grant application
i. Small Business Administration loans are being pursued for the construction of the clubhouse

ii. 15 full time equivalent jobs will be created 

b. Administrator Boulton outlined the background and process for granting tax abatement

c. Dianne Berg stated that the City should protect itself in the development agreement from having adult orientated businesses being included in the future commercial development in the proposed area.
