ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to approve, seconded by Berg.   Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Holmes motioned to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
Barney Nesseth presented the high cost for electricity for the Industrial Park.  Legislature approved a “pass through” of costs which has dramatically increased the electric bills in the Industrial Park area.  He proposed City and business owners in Industrial Park research some other methods for providing electricity to the Park.  Turbine energy was discussed.

Jim Beulke of Beulke’s Greenhouse presented plans for addition to their store and another greenhouse.  Jim may need some variance approvals and wanted to get the council’s opinions on his plans.

Al King and Rick Engstrom of WHKS presented results of televising the sewer lines within the City.  Rick explained the different scenarios present in these lines that will show up on the pictures and discs of the televising report.  There are some situations that will need some work in the future, but are fine for now.  Having this report available the city now has the information so they can answer questions when problems come up with the sewer lines.

NEW BUSINESS:

Resolutions

08-029 – Certification of Election Judges:  Judges would be: Jean Borgschatz, Morris, Hjermstad, Patricia Irrthum, Edith Kyllo, Marlene Malerich, Jean Rugg, and Patrick Christopherson.  Berg motioned to approve and Holmes seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.
08-030 – Building Permit Fees:  Benson motioned to change the building permit fee for windows, re-siding, and re-roofing projects to a flat fee of $38.50.  Holmes seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.
08-031 – Setting Budget Hearing Date and for Continuation Hearing: Berg motioned to set the date for the public hearing to be December 1, 2008 at 7:00pm at the Wanamingo City Hall, 401 Main Street; and the date for the continuation hearing set for December 8, 2008 at 7:00PM at the Wanamingo City Hall, 401 Main Street.  Simonson seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.
08-032 – Adopting Proposed Budget for 2009: VadDeWalker made a motion, seconded by Benson to adopt the proposed budget for the General Fund in the amount of $596,603.00.  Passed 5-0-0.

08-033 – Certifying a Proposed Tax Levy for 2009 to the County Auditor:  The proposed tax settlement for 2009 is a total of $225,000.00 General Tax Settlement and $189,500.00 Debt Service.  Benson motioned to certify this proposed tax levy and VanDeWalker seconded the motion.  Passed 5-0-0.
08-034 – Declaring the City of Wanamingo as a willing participant and partner for the proposed Goodhue County and/or City joint SCDP Comprehensive Rehabilitation Projects:  The City of Wanamingo agrees to participate and partner in the proposed Goodhue County and/or City Joint SCDP Comprehensive Rehabilitation projects contained in the Business and Community Development Application.  The City of Wanamingo also agrees that they shall forfeit all uncommitted funds from its current open grant back to the State of Minnesota upon the State’s acceptance and funding of the Goodhue County Countrywide Application.  Benson motioned to adopt this resolution and Berg seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.
