ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Benson to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Wanamingo Girl Scouts reported on speeding traffic through town

a. They stated that there were five streets in Wanamingo that had excessive speeding and a number of young children on them

b. The girl scouts would like to raise funds to put 2 speed bumps on each street to slow traffic down

c. It was stated that the girl scouts would like to have the money raised and the speed bumps installed by July 1st 

B) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
a. Finished the remodeling of the break room at the street shop – new dry wall, mudding, and painting
b. Steve and Monty obtained their water licenses – took class in Rochester – will obtain program from Todd Arlander and will wean away from Bonestroo on water duties over the next couple of months

c. Filled potholes on 4th Street and filled the water main break hole on 2nd Avenue
d. A new garage door had to be installed at the street shop after the other opener fried when remote openers were installed
e. Telemetry for the wells and towers are being installed – should be done at very least by 4/13 – a user friendly board to switch water height in tower from Summer to Winter levels is possible

f. Chemical prices were compared by staff – City will be switching provider to DPC at a savings greater than 47%
g. Street Sweeper is getting fixed – waiting on parts for hydraulics and side brooms

h. Unhooked and put plows away for the pay loader and the pick-up – ready for spring – need to push tree pile and leave piles up – sanders cleaned up, oiled, and put away

i. Tree/Brush Dump site will need signs to let public know that rock, dirt, and debris is not acceptable

j. City acquired a stove and fridge from trailer park – fridge will be used at the pool and stove will be used at the log cabin

k. Park Shelter getting a make over – new screens, staining, and new doors being installed

l. Hydrants will be getting flushed some time in the next month

m. Pool – getting the floor in the pool house painted after temp consistently stays over 50 degrees at night

n. Park Benches fixed – some welding, new boards, and painting took place after vandalism

o. Aramark Uniforms contract has been discontinued – as of April 27th because of lack of contract fulfillments on Aramark’s part

p. Council agreed to purchase replacement signs for pedestrian crosswalks – need 4 of them – each costs $58.25 – City will look into Write On and others for better costs

C) Smith, Schafer, & Associates - 2010 Wanamingo Audit Presentation was made by Jason Boynton and Ben Turnquist – Council members asked opinions of auditors on future levies and utility rates.
