a. Input was given from Administrator Boulton, Council Members Berg, Holmes and VanDeWalker, Public Works employees Haggstrom and Schaefer, and Dan Fritz from the public

b. Public Hearing was closed by Mayor Simonson at 7:25pm

B) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
a. Leaves have been swept up from the City streets and leaves were sucked out of the storm sewer drains
b. There was an issue with a sanitary sewer line – tree root issue that was taken care of – may need to buy a new cutting head and extra line

c. City has obtained the former 60 Stop camera system – it will be placed in problem area(s) in town

d. Sewer Facility Maintenance Addressed – Specifically vents fixed – facility keeping heat again

e. Snow equipment was repaired and had maintenance before storm in second week of December

f. Since 18” storm, chains on grader need to be repaired

g. Possible remotes needed for doors at shop for the grader and pay loader doors – looking at prices

h. Christmas lights and banners have been hung – put garbage’s and benches away for winter

i. LED lights could be changed out over the next few years from the regular bulbs – 3 times expensive, but last 5 times as long – total cost for all bulbs - $1,200.00

j. Fixed furnace at medical center – ventilation line plugged with water and sagging

a. Administrator Boulton outlined the background and process for grant abatement
