08-038 – Probationary Pay Adjustment: Deputy Clerk Jean Rugg has successfully completed a 6 month probationary period and city employment policy dictates a .75 per hour raise be given at that time.  Van De Walker motioned and Simonson seconded the raise be effective immediately.  Passed 5-0-0.
08-039 –Citizens Advisory Committee: Goodhue County has initiated a Law Enforcement Citizens Advisory Group and would like citizens at large to participate.  The City of Wanamingo has been chosen to be the initial test community.  Wanamingo citizens – Jennifer Berquam, Charles Fredrickson, Dirk Niles and Katie Sjoblom have completed time in the Goodhue County Citizen’s Academy and are recommended to participate on behalf of the City of Wanamingo in the Goodhue County Citizen Advisory Group.
