ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to approve, seconded by Van De Walker.   Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Holmes motioned to approve, seconded by Van De Walker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: Curt Walter of Alltel presented Alltel’s desire to have Vertical Limits building permit issued so they can build a proposed training/service tower.  Alltel has made arrangements with Vertical Limits to put their antennas on this tower.  This would save Alltel from having to put up an additional tower in this area.  Discussion followed regarding the placement of this tower in the industrial park along with safety and asthetic issues.  Building permit was tabled for now.
George Eilertson from Northland Securities presented information on the possibility of refinancing a bond that was taken out in 1998 and has reached its call date, which is when it can be refinanced.  He presented information on a couple of ways this could be done.  Interest rates are lower now therefore there would be substantial savings over term of this bond.
Further discussion was done on an open bottle ordinance.  Pat will contact city attorney and they will draft something to present to council, based upon sample ordinances provided by Sheriff’s office.
