ADOPT AGENDA:   Holmes motioned to adopt with addition of Resolution 10-03, seconded by VanDeWalker.   Passed 4-0-0.

PRESENTERS: Steve Haggstrom reported on snow plowing, ice rink, possible purchase of fire hydrant flags and Steve and Monty updated on the waste water treatment plant improvements.
Jack Sabin had concerns about his water bill.  The bill was $453.38.  The average bill runs between $40 and $80.  The Sabins are on direct payment from the bank and the money is not withdrawn till the 20th of the month.  The city notified in writing of the large usage of water at the billing time of the month.  The city staff recommended to drop bill by $211.02 because of the direct payment window (compared to the bills sent to rest of the residents).

Benson motioned, seconded by Simonson to lower the utility bill from $433.58 to $122.58 for the Sabin’s December bill.  Failed 2-2-0 (Ayes-Simonson, Benson /Nays-VandeWalker, Holmes)

Holmes motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to lower the utility bill from $433.58 to $172.00 for the Sabin’s December bill.  Failed 2-2-0 (Ayes-Simonson, Holmes/ Nays-Benson, Van DeWalker)

Holmes motioned, seconded by Benson to lower the utility bill from $433.58 to $150.00 for the Sabin’s December bill.  Passed 3-1-0 (Nay – VanDeWalker)
