PURPOSE OF MEETING:
To review real estate tax statement issues.
PRESENTERS: Joe Grande-George of First National Bank of Fulda.  The bank has become owners of 34 lots in Emerald Valley. They feel the valuation of these lots is too high given the economy, no sales in last year and there being no roads to these lots.  No action taken now. The county will deal with these on a county wide basis as they have similar situations in other cities in the county.
Todd Greseth presented objection to the valuation of his commercial building as being too high.   Peggy explained commercial properties show according to past sales and they feel the values are where they should be.  No action taken.  Todd also brought up 12 lots that he has next to Nelson Development.  County will review them when they do the county wide review.

Bill Hermann has farm land that is in city limits that value seems high on.  No action taken.  County will go and review the property again and visit with him after that inspection.

Tracie Schaefer feels their commercial building is appraised too high due to condition of the building.  No action taken.  County will look at the building and possibly reappraise.
Luke Swanson reported he had his house on the market 7 months and had no offers in that amount of time.  It was listed at less than what the value shows on tax statement.  No action taken.  County will reinspect and they will handle his personally and if he is still not satisfied he can take to the county board.  Mr. Swanson will submit listing information as well.
Orion Kyllo felt the increase in value on his townhome this year is too much.  No action taken.  County will look at and do some comparisons with Sandy Court townhome sales.

Ron Quamme states due to health he cannot work much and his commercial building is mainly just storage.  No action taken.  County will reinspect building including inside and will also look at use of building.

Lou Groth objected to the increase in valuation, causing a large increase on his taxes, on his commercial building for Groth Implement.  No action taken.  County will come and look at property again.

Peggy Trebil reminded that if anyone had a complaint on their taxes and did not attend this meeting or call in about them before this meeting, they cannot bring to the county for review.
Meeting was adjourned by Ryan Holmes at 8:10 PM.
