ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by Berquam to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Worked at the Livery Barn – cleaned out and recycled metal, put up shelving, and tore out old/rotten wood flooring (concrete underneath)
ii. Heating Coils (Tapes) installed in the eves/drains at the Medical Center – replacing worn tapes that were installed before 2013/2014 snow season

iii. Trees trimmed that were blocking line of site at MN HWY 57/Goodhue County 30 intersection
iv. Ice Rink – made ice that is holding up and in good shape

v. Cleaned path to brush pile for Christmas trees – also burned pile

vi. Snow Plowing has been completed three times in the last month

vii. Painting touch ups have been completed by TJ’s Trucking at the back-up well house

viii. TJ’s Trucking will be back to finish painting touch ups at the main well house in the coming weeks

ix. Electric heater replaced in the bar screen room at the wastewater plant

B) George Eilertson of Northland Securities reported on:

i. Opportunity to advance refund/refinance the 2007A and the 2009A bonds
ii. Call date on both bonds is February 1, 2017 – 2 years out

iii. There needs to be at least a 3% savings for refunding according to State Law in advanced refunding

iv. With current projections, including built in costs, there would be a 5.67% savings

v. It would be beneficial to advance refund if Council thinks that interest rates will go up by more than 0.35% in the next two years – Northland Securities recommends that interest rates will more than likely go up by at least that amount in two years. 

vi. Actual savings, including all built in costs, are currently projected at $220,000

Administrator Boulton presented the 2014 Wanamingo Outstanding Indebtedness Report.  The report included information for the City of Wanamingo and Wanamingo EDA.  The report has been submitted to Goodhue County According to the MN State Statutes.

Mayor Holmes presented the Wanamingo Maintenance Staff with an award from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Minnesota Department of Health for 2013 Water Fluoridation Quality Award.
