ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0.

i. Plowed snow twice and scraped ice off intersections when temperature warmed up

iv. Installed railing above office/bathroom/break room at the Maintenance Shop

v. Reconfigured bathroom for better use of space and replace small sink with deep wash sink – dry walled and painted bathroom

vi. Medical Center Ice Issues – troughs/downspouts and parking lot froze up with ice on the East Side.  Took heated pressure washer and cleaned out ice when it warmed up.  Heating tapes will be installed for next winter.

vii. Well has had problems – Cylinoid not shutting, therefore the well continues to pump water to the water tower/pressure tank

RESOLUTION:
13-001 = Declaring Vacancy of City Council Position and appointing qualified Wanamingo resident for replacement: Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Mayor Holmes spoke about attributes of accounting knowledge and fresh prospective of candidate.  Council Member VanDeWalker expressed concerns of having someone from older generation of community, experience, relationship, and a vast knowledge as attributes of another candidate.  Council Member Berquam echoed thoughts of Council Member VanDeWalker in filling the position, stating the qualities are needed.  Passed 3-1-0
Oath of Office:  Jamie Majerus was administered the oath of office for City Council after she was appointed to the vacant seat.

13-007 = Approving 3-Year Pay Equity Report: Majerus moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-008 = Approving 2013 Financial Authorization: Benson moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-009 = Authorizing a temporary gambling permit for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
1st Reading of Ordinance 162 – Water/Sewer service ownership/maintenance responsibility of connections & housekeeping.
OLD BUSINESS:
2nd Reading of Ordinance 161 – 2013 Fee Schedule.  Moved by Berquam, Seconded by Majerus. Administrator Boulton explained the five changes from 2012 – Adding Peddler’s fees from a 3-day ($25.00) and a yearly ($100.00).  Adding a bulk water rate of $7.00/1000 gallons.  Changing garbage rates from $12.75/month to $13.00/month.  Changing storm sewer rates from $1.00/month to $1.25/month.  Passed 5-0-0.
