ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Dierks motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Sewer Lines were all jetted for the 2nd time in 2016

2) Salt/Sand roof has been re-built and is completed at the Street Shop


3) Mowed Waste Water Treatment Plant lot, Nature Trail Area, and boulevard along vacant lots


4) Flushed all water hydrants for the 2nd time in 2016


5) Pot Holes on streets were filled with cold mix


6) Swept streets for sand and leaves a couple of times


7) Worked at Waste Water Treatment Plant to clean up after September 20th/21st Flooding


8) WWTP generator repaired after power surge - new relay, cables, batteries, and outlet installed

9) Flood - took 4" pump to Waseca as part of MN Warn program for nearly a week - pump would have been 
helpful later in day at WWTP during flooding in Wanamingo

B) Jeff Pesta - KW Schools Superintendent spoke on:


1) Last month at City Council spoke regarding open dialogue, school district facilities plan, and open 
enrollment busing concerns  


2) City Council had desire after the meeting to support the KW School District in any way to ensure long-
term viability of the School District and facility located in Wanamingo

3) Dr. Pesta wants to focus on positives and for the district to be competitive for students

4) Mayor Holmes expressed the Council's desire to support the school district


5) Council Member VanDeWalker wished to see KW banners purchased and hung on Wanamingo Main 
Street light poles along with signs on all major roads in town identifying the school district


6) Eric Dierks asked what combined school districts in the State did for their championship signs

7) Dr. Pesta stated that they were located on thoroughfares in these communities


8) Discussion took place on the use of the knight logo(s) with the City and businesses within the district


9) Larry VanDeWalker thanked Dr. Pesta and School Board Vice-Chair Jennifer Smith for coming to the 
meeting; additionally last month's discussion spurred the council to action in supporting the long-term health 
of the district and facility in Wanamingo  

C) Barney Nesseth reported on:


1) Requested that Kenyon Snowdrifters be able to conduct Bar Bingo at JB's Tavern on Thursday nights

2) Spoke with Wanamingo Fire Relief Association & Lions who both declined Bar Bingo request


3) Snowdrifters volunteered to conduct Bar Bingo.  Originally wanted to conduct E-pull tabs as well


4) Wanamingo Fire Relief Association is looking into E-pull tabs before they make decision


5) Prior to the meeting Mayor Holmes spoke with Adam Shuster, Kenyon Snowdrifters, said they want to 
leave it open for local organizations for charitable organizations in the future


6) Barney Nesseth as candidate for County Commissioner asked what concerns the City had


7) Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton stated Solid Waste and US HWY 52/MN HWY 57 overpass 
(on/off ramps needed) 

8) Barney Nesseth said he shared the concerns along with County Budget/Levy in order to keep costs down

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-053 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills and other Services to the Goodhue County Auditor/Treasurer for Collection with the Real Estate Taxes in 2017: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Mayor Holmes asked if there was any challenges to the certifications.  No challenges were made. Passed 4-0-0.
16-054 = Adopting Joint Cooperative Snow Removal Agreement Between the State of Minnesota and the City of Wanamingo on Trunk HWY 57 within the City for 2016-2017: Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-055 = Approving the removal of 2016 assessment accrued interest on 2016 Roadway and Alley Improvements Project: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Passed 4-0-0.
16-056 = Authorizing a Gambling Permit for the Kenyon Snowdrifters for the purpose of conducting Bingo at JB's Tavern: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided a memo on supporting the Kenyon-Wanamingo School District.  The memo detailed the open enrollment busing concerns and general suggestions to support the district, including suggestions beyond the open enrollment busing concerns.

16-057 = Committing Support to the Kenyon-Wanamingo School District: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided a memo on the September 20th/21st flooding.  In the memo there was information to date on damages and estimates to repair the damages.  The City has current estimated damages of $79,564.  The County has estimated damages of over $325,000.  In order to be considered for disaster relief the County needed to have $168,000 in public damages.  Governor Dayton will now request the President to declare a disaster in order to access 75% Federal Funds/25% State funds for repairs.  If no disaster is declared, the State would fund 100% of repairs.  Additional meetings were occur in the coming month.  City may look toward mitigation to eliminate one of the volleyball courts and possibly raising log cabin.

OLD BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened the Ordinance #175 Public Hearing at 7:43PM.  Administrator Boulton went through the proposed Food Truck Ordinance.  Council Members wished to either change or clarify language to allow the Food Trucks to operate at the KW ball fields within R1/R2 zoned districts as an exemption.  Administrator Boulton said that he and City Attorney David Jacobsen would make the appropriate change. No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:54PM.
Ordinance #175 Adopting Food Truck Ordinance – 2nd Reading – Dierks moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.

MNDOT has given approval to the Hiawatha Transit pilot program for busing service in the Wanamingo-Kenyon communities.  January 1st is the expected start date for the service.
