ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berquam motioned, seconded by Kyllo to consent.  Passed  4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer & Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Flushed Hydrants throughout the entire community

2) Hauled/land applied 46 loads (roughly 140,000 gallons) of sludge from waste water plant to approved land


3) Replaced 2 light fixtures on Wanamingo Sign in Cenex parking lot with LED Fixtures


4) Riverside Park water lines have been blown out and winterized


5) Riverside Park Volleyball nets and lines taken down and put away for the season


6) Medical Center Building and City Hall eve trough heat tapes installed for winter season

7) Swept/sucked up leaves on all City streets on a number of occasions this fall


8) Used black dirt to fill in a number of holes and low spots at waste water plant, including around water shut 
offs 

9) Burned tree brush pile


10) Removed long standing brush pile, planted grass seed on City land behind the 300/400 block of 2nd 
Street E


11) Dug up, repaired/replaced tile line that was full of tree roots on 5th Street E


12) Borrowed private lawn mower/bagger and cleaned up ice rink grass for winter season


13) Pay loader repairs made including replacement of rusted brake lines, replacement of cylinder, fabricated 
and welded new brackets for mounting holes and snow plow, and replaced of a couple of hydraulic lines and 
fittings


14) Veterans Day - Flags put up and taken down - a number of flags are in tough shape - Council Member 
VanDeWalker will work with local VFW to replace flags at City's Expense

15) Holiday lights - two more full lights have had bulbs replaced with LED (LED's have blue tint compared 
to current bulbs) 


16) Put away leaf blower and Ford Ranger in Livery Barn for season


17) Repaired water leak to one inch service line and pumped out flooded basement at waste water plant 
building

B) Randi Callahan from Three Rivers Community Action reported on:


1) Three Rivers is in desperate need for additional drivers in order to continue meals on wheels

2) Drivers are needed Monday through Friday - 1 hour each day


3) 18 Wanamingo Residents receive the meals and a wellness check


4) Without the meals and wellness check, many would not be living in their homes or Heritage Hills


5) Three Rivers has done outreach to businesses, churches, and civic groups without much feedback or 
additional volunteers


6) City Staff will place information on City Webpage and Facebook page along with talking directly with 
local Church pastors/secretaries about information to put in weekly bulletins 

C) Mike Farrell reported on:


1) Questioned the Council about taking action to prevent vandalism at the Nature Trail.  

2) His son, Chris Farrell, organized his Eagle Scout Project with improvements to the Nature Trail


3) Most of the identification signs were recently ripped down and vandalized


4) The City has filed police reports, worked with the Sheriff's office on additional patrols, place pictures and 
information on the City Facebook page regarding the vandalism, and are exploring some sort of a camera 
system to deter vandalism
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-059 = Decertifying Tax Increment Financing District no. 2-4: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-060 = Closing City Hall on November 26th and November 27th in Observance of Thanksgiving: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-061 = Approving Professional Service Agreement with WHKS on Engineering and Inspection for Mingo View Drive and Alley Reconstruction:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Brandon Theobald of WHKS Engineering spoke regarding Professional Service Agreement (PSA), Proposed Project Schedule, and current City Assessment Policy.  Brandon Theobald and City staff recommend that the council approve the PSA.  The proposed schedule laid out actions needed every month from December through May for the project.  The lead up to construction would include a number of public hearings on assessment and construction plans.  Council wished to see special assessments reviewed/certified at the time bids are approved rather than after project is completed to know if anyone would contest the assessments.  Brandon Theobald and Administrator Boulton stated that the Council could back out of the project with little costs at any time until the project is bid.  Council reviewed Special Assessment policy, no action taken.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-062 = Accepting the Resignation of Jennifer Berquam from the City Council and Declaring a Vacancy of a City Council Member Position:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Council Member Berquam was thanked for her five years of service by Mayor Holmes and the Council.  Passed 5-0-0.
Administrator Boulton spoke about the memo written on behalf of himself and Mayor Holmes with a recommendation to form a City Parks Committee.  Specifically, the Committee would be formed to shape a plan to develop Torkelson Park, work with Zumbro Valley Watershed on plans for Riverside Park, and meet yearly to review all City Parks with recommendations of improvements.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton have been working to bring forward recommendations for many months.
15-063 = Approving the Formation of a Wanamingo Parks Committee with expectations and Bylaws:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Mayor Holmes also suggested that the committee might be a good place for discussions and actions to prevent vandalism.  Passed 5-0-0.
Ordinance #171 Amending 71.07 Motorized Golf Carts Definitions – 1st Reading – The proposed ordinance dealt with housekeeping to be in line with League of Minnesota Cities recommendations on golf cart permits.
