ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Berquam to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:
i. Streets patched from water main fixes Beverly/3rd Ave and 2nd Avenue/2nd Street
ii. Sanitary Sewers were jetted – using cutting head on clay lines

iii. Winterized Riverside Park – had issues with well controls that will be addressed in spring

iv. Sludge from wastewater plant hauled and applied on Ag land
v. Vacuumed/swept leaves on streets a number of times

vi. PVC Air tubes that were broke over last winter repaired at wastewater plant

vii. Burned brush pile twice and pushed up leave/compost pile weekly

viii. Drain Pit in storage shop behind City Hall cleaned

ix. Snow Equipment was made ready for season

x. Salt/Sand delivery was made – 2 loads in bunker

xi. Wooden Fence installed on South side of pool
xii. Caulked around City Hall foundation

xiii. Winterized and sealed up secondary well house

xiv. Christmas/Holiday decorations gone through – replaced one additional light with LED’s – this will make one light kind of blue instead of white.  We will continue to transition until all old bulbs burn out. 

xv. Working on fixing street lights that are the City of Wanamingo’s responsibility on HWY 57 bridge – replaced bulbs, but there is additional wiring issues that electrician will be hired to repair

xvi. General Elections – assisted in set up and take down of booths and voting equipment

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Ordinance #167 – 1st Reading – Amending Ordinance Section 72.10 and 72.99 of Chapter 72: Parking Regulations; Title VII: Traffic Code – Wanamingo Code of Ordinances

The ordinance would delete language referring to number of offenses for parking on City Streets during snow event and having adjusted ticket prices.  The language would also better define the snow event through number of inches.  Council members asked if snow event language could follow City Snow Plowing Policy.  If not, the Council wished to change 3 inches to 2 inches for definition of ticketing offense.  Administrator Boulton will speak with City Attorney Jacobsen on the snow event language before next month.  Council also wished to review the snow plowing policy of 3 inches to 2 inches when starting to plow snow.
14-080 = Approving closing of City Hall on November 27th and 28th in observance of Thanksgiving: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
Approval of the Canvassing Results for the City of Wanamingo: 2014 General Election Results were read by the Council.

14-081 = Certifying General Election 2014 Local City Council Election Results: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes congratulated all the winners of the Local Wanamingo Elections and looks forward to working with the Council over the next two years.
14-082 = Approving Pay Request No. 2 for Schumacher Excavating Inc. on Cenex Addition 4th:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Brandon Theobald – WHKS stated that work has not yet been completed on the project.  Underground Utility work and base aggregate on roadway is included in Pay Request No. 2.  There is 5% of the total request retained according to the agreement.  There will be a Pay Request No. 3 submitted at the December meeting for curb & gutter and asphalt.  The project is on schedule and on budget for the winter suspension of work.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-083 = Authorizing a Temporary Gambling Permit for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

14-084 = Receiving a Petition for Drainage & Utility Easement Vacation Request by a Petition of a Majority of Abutting Landowners and Calling for a Public Hearing:  Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
