ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the amended agenda with the addition of Senator John Howe under old presenters, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  VanDeWalker motioned, seconded by Holmes to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
1) East side of pool fence was constructed - $1,500.00 worth of materials
a. City Staff and volunteers constructed the fence

2) Built lift pumps in digesters at WW Plant

3) Sludge Hauled from WW Plant – 200,000 gallons land applied
4) Park winterized – picnic tables and screens needed to be fixed

5) Light at Well House fixed – under warranty from Shane Electric

6) New LED Light installed for flag at park
7) Water Hydrants were flushed in October

8) Storm Sewer fixed in the Prairie Ridge Addition

9) Leaves sucked up and swept on the City Streets a couple of times including storm sewer drains

10) Sanitary Sewers jetted with root saw in October

11) WW Plant – South Digesters Cleaned

12) Automatic Systems aided in issues at well house – cylinoid needs cleaning and/or replacing

13) Hauled Compost pile out in fall – spread on farmer’s field

B) Senator John Howe:

i. Former Mayor of Red Wing spoke on issues that Cities like Wanamingo currently face

ii. Getting Housing Market going is his priority

iii. Need to think of ways of spurring development and filling vacant homes – asks Councils to assist with ideas
iv. State faces issues of reduced income tax revenue and sales tax receipt reductions

v. Serves on Tax committee and Transportation Committee

RESOLUTION:
12-047 = Approving 2012-2013 MnDOT Snow Removal Agreement: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0
12-048 = Approving Closing of City Hall on Friday after Thanksgiving: Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 4-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:

RESOLUTION :
12-044 = Approving the purchase of a Fire Department Off-Road, All-Terrain Vehicle:  Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Brian Gudknecht and Administrator Boulton answered questions about warranty (1 year or 3 years for $490), speed (FD understands that speed will be 20 mph or less), steering (no additional power steering – may tear gears), trailer (Fire Relief association buying trailer same time Gator arrives), enclosure ($1,800 for canvas – not going to buy) & used/lease options (no cost prohibitive – used are well worn) for the City Council.   Passed 4-0-0.
Bond Refinancing memo presented to the Council by Administrator Boulton.  No refinancing will be completed in 2012.  Will wait until 2012 audit is complete in April 2013.  By waiting, there are expectations of better terms and rates.

Swimming Pool – 2011 and 2012 Financials reviewed.  There were additional losses associated with operating more days and hotter temperatures of the weather.  Also, accounting changes shifted additional costs to the swimming pool.
