i. Jetting of clay sewers completed with the 5-inch cutting blade

ii. Sludge Hauled and land applied – 47 total loads for approximately 135,600 gallons

iii. Fixing will need to be completed on the sludge truck before it is put away for winter

iv. Air lines at the Waste Water Plant were fixed while the tanks were empty

v. Sewer Line near the grit pump at the Waste Water Plant jetted out because it was plugged

vi. Chains purchased for snow equipment – cheaper to buy whole new chains rather than replacement links

vii. Cutting Edge for blade on grader was purchased – bought the thicker hard carbon for 30% more, but will last 80% longer

viii. Carburetor pulled and a kit put in on the dump truck

ix. City Park has been winterized
