OLD BUSINESS:

Second Reading of Ordinance 158 – Amending Height Restrictions in I2 Industrial Park Zone.  
At 7:28pm Mayor Berg opened the public hearing for the proposed zoning code change.  Dan Fritz had concerns about the slippery slope on continuing to allow for larger heights.  Mayor Berg and Council Member Benson stated they wanted the new business and the request for the height change was reasonable.
At 7:34pm Mayor Berg closed the public hearing and reopened the City Council Meeting. 

Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust – Workers Compensation Premium

VanDeWalker moved to approve continuing with regular premium option at $10,836 (no deductable) compared to switching to a $250 deductable (per occurrence) and a $10,664 premium, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
