ADOPT AGENDA:   Kyllo motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Ohr motioned, seconded by Flotterud to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Winter banners taken down from Main Street

2) Trimmed trees around town - worked on modifying steps/ladder on dump truck used for tree trimming

3) Salted/sanded the streets during the small snow falls


4) Sweeper serviced including placed new curb broom


5) Monty attended a 3-Day Class in St. Cloud for the D - Wastewater License (including State test)

6) Brad attended a 3 - Day Class in Rochester for D Water License (including State test)


7) Streets were swept for a total of three dump truck loads of material off the streets

B) Brandi Kyllo reported on:

1) Presented Proposed Changes to Schedule by herself and the City Administrator for 2016

2) M-TH Open Swim will be from 1:00PM-7:00PM


3) M-TH Lessons 7:00PM-8:00PM and Aerobics from 8:00PM-9:00PM

4) Family Swim Time Fridays 7:00PM-9:00PM - No lessons or aerobics on Fridays

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-015 = Adopting 2016 2nd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-016 = Certifying Delinquent Utility Bills towards the 2017 Property Taxes: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-017 = Adopting 2016 Swimming Pool Fees and Schedule:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker. Passed 5-0-0.
16-018 = Approving the Aggregate Transfer of $75,000 from the 602 Sewer Fund to the 316 & 328 Debt Service Funds:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-019 = Approving Brandi Kyllo as Part-Time Pool Manager and Ellyn Beulke as the Part-Time Assistant Pool Manager:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud. Passed 5-0-0.
16-020 = Supporting the 2016 Rochester Regional Airport Bonding Bill Request:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  This resolution came from South East Minnesota League of Municipalities (SEMLM).  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton attended the annual meeting a month ago.  This was one of legislative proposals adopted by the group for support in the bonding bill.  The group asked for individual support in order to show that the region wishes to see this project funded in 2016.  Council members noted that support for the request would not mean that this request would be the highest bonding bill priority for the City of Wanamingo in 2016.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-021 = Opposing Increases in the Weights of Tractor-Trailer Trucks:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Administrator Boulton presented the Council with information from Coalition Against Bigger Trucks.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-022 = Declaring Cost to be Assessed and Ordering Preparation of Proposed Assessment in Connection with 2016 Roadway Improvement Project:  Ohr moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Brandon Theobald and Brian Kacmingk from WHKS spoke about the bids that came in on March 9th.  The Engineers were pleased that there were five bidders which helps breed competition in the bidding process.  Also, prices for bituminous may be lower because the State of MN is doing less paving in southeast MN in 2016.  In addition, a number of Counties are building roads with the use of concrete as opposed to bituminous because of recent history of high bituminous prices.  Low Bidder was Rochester Sand and Gravel at $128,083.10.  The alley portion of the bid was roughly $29,500 ($33,00 Engineering Estimate).  The Mingo View portion of the bid was roughly $98,500 ($122,000 Engineering Estimate).  The total costs including contingency, engineering/legal/administration, and financing will be $36,800for the alley and $131,600. for Mingo View.  The proposed assessments for parcels in the alley are $2,860.00 while Mingo View's proposed assessments per parcel are $5,420.00.  Brandon Theobald and Administrator Boulton recommended that the Council Adopt the proposed resolutions and attached exhibits, including the final assessment roll.   Council Member Ohr expressed concerns from alley residents about the assessment costs being high.  Administrator Boulton and Brandon Theobald explained the current assessment policy of 30% City and 70% Assessments.  This policy may need to be modified before the next street reconstruction project.  However, the alley and Mingo View are being treated as new construction since the City has never made improvements to the streets (residents paid and hired contractors to place asphalt down on the streets).  Brandon Theobald stated that typically road reconstruction projects are assessed between 50%-100% while the utilities (rates from the water, sewer, and storm sewer funds) pay 100% of the portion of their portions of reconstruction.  Council Member Flotterud stated that residents of the Mingo View and alley projects are going to be the ones the benefit directly on this project since the streets are not traveled by other residents in town because they are a dead end and an alley, respectively.  Alicia Hunt-Welch asked if the Mingo View and alley portions of the project could be awarded separately if there was pushback from residents regarding the assessment costs.  Brandon Theobald stated that the project was bid as one and it may be difficult to separate the projects out.  It would all depend on if the contractor is willing to work with the changes requested.  The Council was reminded that the vacant lots on Mingo View are proposed to be assessed following the City Policy. The Council has not directed any deviations from the policy.  Mayor Holmes stated that there were concerns from one resident who owned a vacant parcel being charged the assessment while there were multiple concerns from the rest of the residents not wanting to pay additional costs because of vacant parcels being removed.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-023 = Calling Hearing on Assessment for 2016 Roadway Improvement Project:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided a memo on the 2016 Mower Purchase.  The Council discussed the final process for purchasing a commercial riding lawn mower.  The Council agreed that buying off of the 'MN State Bid' process was the way to proceed.  The City Staff and Mayor Holmes were charged with making the final decision on the purchase between SEMA Equipment (John Deere) and Decker Power Equipment (Husqvarna).  The decision will be made off the combination of the lowest quote and the better warranty.

Ordinance #173 - Enacting and Adopting the Supplements to the Code of Ordinances for the City of Wanamingo: Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  The ordinance recognizes the last two codifications made to the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances made in October 2012 and December 2015. Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes, on behalf of the City Council, recognized and welcomed new Wanamingo Deputy Clerk Karen Masters to her first official Council Meeting.
