ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.

A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Plowed snow once

2) Worked on getting ice and other sediment out of the Mingo View Water Tower/Tank


3) Inspection on the tank occurred on April 4th - back in service soon thereafter


4) Swept streets a number of times


5) Burnt brush pile and push up compost pile

6) Built raised beds for community garden

7) Cenex 4th Addition signs ready to be installed


8) Medical Center - circulation pump for hot water heater not been working correctly


9) WW Plant - Chorine and Sulfur have been turned on for season


10) Pool Fence on the west side will have 2" x 6" boards installed on bottom for proper MN Department of 
Health standards


11) New lawn mower was purchased and is at the City Shop


12) Dumpster was taken back down to Riverside Park for the season

B) Tim Penny - Southern Minnesota Initiative Foundation (SMIF) reported on:

1) Presented SMIF Facts and Financials – Serving Southeastern MN for over 25 years

2) Map of 2016 SE MN Partnerships presented


3) Early Childhood Education (ECE)/Book Grants Provided - Kenyon/Wanamingo School District


4) ECE Provider Trainings have been emphasized - grants are out there to help expand

5) Business loans and assistance for new business can be assisted by SMIF


6) Community Fund Discussion - 24 communities, including Wanamingo, have funds administered by 
SMIF

7) Questions were asked by Administrator Boulton regarding the ‘Picture It Painted’ program since 
Valspar has been bought out.  Local Ace Hardware's have started a program call 'Paint the Town' for 
murals/signs.  The program has narrowed, but applications will be accepted until April 18th 
C) Jason Boynton – Smith Schafer & Associates reported on:

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-024 = Accepting the 2015 City Audit: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
Public Hearing On Assessments for the 2016 Roadway Improvements Construction Project- Mayor Holmes opened the public hearing at 7:25PM.  Notices to all effected homeowners were mailed and an official notice was published in the newspaper for the hearing.  Brandon Theobald gave project description for the Mingo View Drive/alley project.  He then went over cost and assessment figures, including those preliminarily provided and the finals based on the low bid.  He went on to state, if adopted, that the process of paying the special assessments.  He finalized with a detailed description of the appeals process.  

Public comments - Brian Radtke ask how many culverts were being added to the project.  Brandon Theobald explained that there were two culverts being added to the lower portion of the road.  Callie Schaefer asked why these were not paid by the property owner and lumped into the project.  Brandon Theobald said that these culverts are to enhance surface water management by reestablishing the ditch.  Administrator Boulton explained that the assessment policy made all special assessments on an equal unit basis because of the curvilinear street (Mingo View).  Ben Bakken asked when the project would begin if assessments approved.  Brandon Theobald stated that work could start within a month.  He went on to explain that the contract would need to work with homeowners to make the road passable, at very least, in the morning and at night.  The work will last two weeks, but the start date could be well into summer because of the open-ended contract (City gets better price rather than a firm start date).  Alicia Hunt Welch asked what were the factors with the additional work/costs involved with the alley.  Brandon Theobald stated in areas that the sub grade had not held up.  Parts of the road would need to be better engineered to ensure weight of loaded dump truck can pass over without failure.  Ben Bakken asked if there would be availability for personal projects involving asphalt.  Brandon Theobald stated that there would be a pre-construction meeting.  At this meeting, the contractor contact information would be obtained by the City to be given out to those that would like to directly negotiate with the contractor.  Brian Radtke asked who is financially responsible for fixes to the road should a failure occur.  Brandon Theobald explained that there would be a one year warranty by the contractor.  Moving forward, the road is designed to last 20-30 years with City pavement management/maintenance.  If there is a major failure, the City could go through the assessment process again.  Brian Radtke asked how the contractor was going to be made to follow the specifications.  Brandon Theobald stated the City has hired WHKS to provide an onsite inspector during construction to ensure that the specifications are adhered to.  Brian Radtke stated that his wife had a daycare business and needed the road open for parents to be able to come and go when needed.  Brandon Theobald stated that the inspector, contractor, and City would ensure that it would be open when needed.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:48PM.
16-025 = Adopting Assessments for the 2016 Roadway Improvements Construction Project: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-026 = Receiving Bids and Awarding the Low Bid for the 2016 Roadway Improvements Construction Meeting:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr. Passed 5-0-0.
Administrator Boulton provided information regarding the financing of the 2016 Roadway Improvements project.  Northland Securities will be working on a local placement bond for around 2.25-2.35% interest rates.  A resolution will be provided for Council consideration at the June meeting.  George Eilertson from Northland Securities will be at the meeting to present and answer questions.  Council agreed to have the City Administrator sign the engagement letter on behalf of the City with Northland Securities on the placement of the bond.

A memo was provided to the City by Administrator Boulton on a request by Jynnylee Radtke on zoning clarification for the C-1 Central Commercial District.  Jynnylee is looking at having daycare downtown.  VanDeWalker moved to approve that daycare is a service use and is allowed in the C-1 Central Commercial District, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0. 

An update along with a memo were provided by Administrator Boulton on the sign replacements and possible new traffic signs around the community.  The City has purchased $1,652.81 worth of signs, brackets, and post to replace faded and broken signs around town.  In addition to replacement, the Council agreed to have a public hearing at the May City Council Meeting to discuss additional stop/yield signs at 3rd Avenue/9th Street, Hill Avenue/Hill Circle, High Avenue/4th Street W, 4th Street W/West Avenue, Beverly Street/Hill Avenue, and Beverly Street/Nelson Drive.  After a public hearing, the Council will entertain a resolution of a approval on some or all discussed traffic sign additions.
A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton and an update was given by Brandon Theobald on the Mingo View Water Tower/Tank leak.  In additions to the minor repairs due to ice punctures, American Engineering has identified two panels that will need to be replaced.  They will be also recommending new glass coating on the interior and exterior of the tank.  Brandon Theobald said that a second inspection and quote will be provided by Great Plains Structures.  They are the official manufactures' representative and would be involved with the work in some sort of capacity.  There will be discussions to follow on the possible addition of a circulation pump and different winter operations to address icing issues.
Administrator Boulton Provided an update on the Wanamingo Community Garden.  The Community Garden group has approved guidelines, a gardeners agreement, a liability waiver, and a schedule for the year.  There are twelve 4' x 8' raised beds and six 25' x 25' ground level plots available.  The signup is available at Wanamingo City Hall for those who have interest.
