c. Cleaned out tool box, made dividers to find small tools – threw out broken items that could not be salvaged
d. Welded and painted four picnic tables – made sure all the picnic table were safe for the year

e. Crosswalk signs installed – not quite the right color, but will work – from Write On

f. Other signs purchased for City Vehicles from Write On as well

g. Distributed main street garbage cans and benches – three benches needed welding, new wood and painting

h. Hill Circle – leaking water service line repaired

i. Swimming pool was drained and pressure washed – additional work to continue

j. Alleys – work has started on fixing potholes in alleys – started with the highest traffic first

k. The street sweeper is fixed – parts came in – sweeping will start depending on time and weather

l. Lightening Strike hit the Waste Water Plant electrical control boards – estimates to fix replace coming – Insurance Company has been notified

m. Flushing Hydrants will be taking place in the next month

n. Shelter will be opened soon at the park – water turned on and volleyball nets put back up
