ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
13-033 = Approving 2013 3rd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-034 = Setting a date for a budget workshop meeting: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
13-035 = Approving policy for record retention by adopting latest State Record Retention Schedule: Benson moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0
OLD BUSINESS:
Mayor Holmes opened up the public hearing on Proposed Zoning Ordinance Change at 7:24pm – no public input was given, closed at 7:30pm.

Ordinance #163 – Amending Ordinance 152.30 (E) (1) Zoning Ordinance Change – Commercial rooming and housing units language change – 2nd Reading – Majerus moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Administrator Boulton explained the proposed language change would allow for rooming and housing units to be on the first floor in C1 Commercial District, with the exemption of having at least 400 square feet of commercial operations and use in the front of these buildings.  Passed 5-0-0.
RESOLUTION:

13-031 = Authorizing snow removal contract extension with Jason’s Sewer Service: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Council Member Majerus requested to ad specific start and end dates to agreement.  Council Member Majerus had concerns with minimum payment in the agreement.  She suggested a flat rate per hour as an alternative.  The rest of the Council stated that a minimum was necessary.  Council Member Benson stated without it alternative would be higher hourly rate of compensation which could cost City additionally in high usage years.  Council Members VanDeWalker and Holmes echoed need for current language in agreement.  Passed 4-1-0 (Majerus voting no).
