ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.

A) Steve Haggstrom & Monty Schaefer reported on:
a. Work Completed on the Park Shelter – water turned on, cleaned sand out, and fixed broken light switch
b. All the hydrants have been flushed in town – 1.5 days

c. City Streets have been swept two times

d. Pool cleaned and painted – paint directly through Diamond Vogel, not Thatcher Pool Supply
i. Pool filled – controllers for chlorine needed to be tweaked

e. Inflow Sewer Line at the Waste Water Plant was cleaned out again
f. Terri Washburn form the Kenyon Leader followed around maintenance staff for a story in the June 15th edition

g. The banners have been hung up for the City 4th of July Celebration
h. Took down outdated and decrepit signs on the Corner of HWY 60 and Nelson Drive
i. Path to the fishing pier at the park – dirt cleaned off
j. Mark Hottel from MMUA assisted in a hearing test for on the job – this test showed OSHA that yearly employee testing will not be needed.  Mark also conducted a mock walk around with suggestions to make the shop safer

k. MN Workforce Development Center – tree trimming taking place along river – they trimmed trees and loaded truck – City drove truck to dump site
l. Mowing took place on 440th street ditch and nature trail

m. Flow Meters will be installed this week – these will replace flow meters damaged by lightening strike

n. Boxed in above the bathroom at screen shelter at the park – this will be a storage location for volleyball nets

o. Viewed biosolids reports with MPCA representative Georgia Pefrain
p. New Cell phones purchased – military grade – should hold up better than the last phones

q. Water Towers will be cleaned out tomorrow

NEW BUSINESS:

A public hearing was called to order by Mayor Berg at 7:16pm for the purposes of Abatement Cleanup on the properties located at 409 2nd Street E, the old Lumber yard on the 100 block of 2nd Ave, and 400 1st Avenue.  Administrator Boulton gave an explanation of the cleanup required.  The owners of the properties were not present to contest the abatement process.  Mayor Berg closed the public hearing at 7:22pm.
RESOLUTION:
11-041 = Approving Agreement for the City to abandon the bike path on the easement located on Vertical Limit’s land:  Benson moved to approve, seconded by Holmes.  Concerns from the public were taken on the abandonment of the bike path.  Several written comments were included in packets along with oral comments from Eric Bicknese – Vertical Limits, and Dan Fritz – resident in Prairie Ridge Development.

A friendly Amendment to the agreement was made to place a September 1, 2011 completion date and a clause stating that the City would study the best use of the funds for developer’s, resident’s, and local business needs was accepted.  Passed 5-0-0.
11-037 = Approving Fire Department Lease Agreement on Air Packs and Accessories with Community First national Bank:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0
11-038 = Adopting 2011 3rd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan:  Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
11-039 = Approving use of Livery Barn lot for a video showing on July 1st:  Holmes moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

11-040 = Approving the sale of Fire Department surplus grass rig truck:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
11-042 = Approving Professional Service Agreement with WHKS to conduct the engineering on the replacement of the pedestrian bridge:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
