ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Kyllo motioned, seconded by Flotterud to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Swimming Pool is running for the season - pressure washed, painted, filled, along with chemicals running


2) Waste water plant - air lines added in chlorination process (Chlorine contact tank) to clarifier before it 
goes out of the plant


3) Mingo View hydrant raised 12" near nature trail entrance because the area is being raised for turnaround

4) Mingo View - 2 valve risers added for shut-off valves near hydrant


5) Staff attended Kerf Cutter demonstration in Faribault (Memo included in packets for Council)


a) City has 11 broken water shut-off valves



b) Kerf Cutter would take roughly 15 minutes to cut out and replace with insert



c) Currently: cut out blacktop, pick axe out gravel, replace valve, and blacktop patch later - 2 hours


-Council will have discussions at future Council meeting(s) regarding the possible purchase of a Kerf Cutter


6) Swept Streets - will need sweeping again after recent storms

7) Sprayed weeds along curb/gutter and streets around town


8) Mowed at the waste water plant, nature trail, and along lots by golf course


9) Trimmed damaged trees and picked up branches around town after storm


10) Purchased and have used second 'Steel' weed trimmer


11) Pressure washer - have needed to make multiple repairs

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-031 = Adopting 2016 3rd Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-032 = Setting Date for Budget Workshop City Council Meeting: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Council Member Kyllo stated that he would not be able to attend the budget meeting on July 28th.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-033 = Approving the Appointment of Election Judges for the 2016 Primary and General Elections:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud. Administrator Boulton said that each person on the list had been contact and verified that they could work the trainings and the elections.  Letters will go out to each of the elections judges with training and election dates once Council approves the list.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-034 = Formally Recognizing the Standing Policy that the Issuance of Building Permits to Lots Platted in Residential Subdivisions without City Utilities and/or Paved Roadway Surfaces may not be Approved:  Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo. Passed 5-0-0.
16-035 = Authorizing Mingo View Water Tower-Tank Rehab Work to be Completed Utilizing Low Quote:  Kyllo moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  Administrator Boulton went through a background and explanation of the two quotes provided.  City Engineer Brandon Theobald and Administrator Boulton recommend Great Plains Structures.  Engineering America's proposal did not include manufacturer's recommended replacement of two plates and was therefore removed from consideration. Discussion took place on the need for the exterior seal and wash.  Council members Flotterud and Kyllo supported waiting on the exterior seal and wash while Council Member Ohr wanted to proceed.  Council member Flotterud thought that the City could get longer life out of the seals.  Council member Ohr expressed concerns about pushing too many capital needs to the future and having too many needs at one time.  Flotterud moved to removed the exterior seal and exterior wash from the proposal, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-1-0 (Ohr - No).  Original Resolution passed 4-1-0 (Ohr - No).
16-036 = Authorizing a Temporary Liquor License for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association on July 2nd:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  The event would take place within a fenced tent at the tractor pull in the new industrial park.  Administrator Boulton said that he was not sure if the State would approve since the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association has a permit for July 3rd and 4th at a separate location, but will send in request and try.  Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Council had a discussion on the 2016 Roadway Improvements project.  Rain has delayed underground work and now is delaying paving.  Minnesota Energy Resources contractors removed curb/gutter along the south entrance to the alley.  Brandon Theobald, City Engineer, has been working to get Minnesota Energy Resources to have their contractor replace the curb and/or pay for the replacement.  Rochester Sand & Gravel has placed breaker rock down the hill of Mingo View Drive.  The original base did not handle the loaded truck drive without buckling.  City Administrator Boulton stated that the MN Energy and subcontractor work have all but used up the budgeted time for project inspection.  There may be an overrun cost associated with inspection because of the minor issues addressed to date.

Mayor Holmes read a letter from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) regarding the recent waste water plant compliance evaluation inspection.  The visit took place on May 17, 2017.  The stated that the plant is aging but producing quality effluent.  No recommended changes are needed at this time.
