OLD BUSINESS: 
Council Members reviewed Engineering Report provided by Brandon Theobald for Mingo View Drive and Alley between High Ave/1st Ave/2nd St W/3rd Street W.  The Council will have Administrator Boulton draft a letter to potential residents affected with an invitation to an informal meeting at the Wanamingo Community Center on July 13th at 6:00pm.  There were a number of items that the Council will need to consider as part of the project.  These include but are not limited to: The installation of curb (potentially doubling costs), the installation of a sewer collection system (could/would be separate project because the scope of the work would be mutually exclusive), the potential changes to the special assessment policy (from 75% costs to homeowner to a lower percentage), the potential additional costs to the City and how it would directly increase the size of the property tax levy, the potential for financing the project through a bond (guaranteeing that the project would need to be engineered), the potential of setting a precedence in the construction/maintenance of alleys moving forward, and reasons to pave alleys that have steep changes in elevations because of additional maintenance stemming from sand/gravel being washed onto roads during rain events.
