ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Majerus motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker to consent.  Passed  5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Monty Schaefer reported on:

1) Took down 4th of July Banner


2) Weed whipped/trimmed around entire community before the 4th of July

3) Mowed at the Nature Trail & Waste Water Plant - including outside path around fence at Plant

4) Hauled cans to Red Wing for recycling two times


5) Pot holes filled with asphalt recycle in alleys - City purchased additional recycle to complete this

6) Cut branches at Riverside Park that were interfering with Flag Pole

7) Temporarily repair door on screened park shelter - new door will be needed in the future

8) Patched pot holes with cold mix around town on a number of occasions

9) Swept Streets twice, including the parade route the Monday after the 4th of July


10) Sent chemical feeder for swimming pool to be rebuilt - installed rebuilt feeder and new probes


11) Sprayed weeds along the cracks in the streets along with base of chain link fence around sewer plant 


12) Trimmed weeds around benches and picnic area on Nature Trail - followed up by spraying 

13) Burned tree brush pile


14) Hired Vertical Limits crane to lift 1000 lb 18" steel pipe used for aeration in tank for grit pump



-  Rust ate away at piping system which caused a failure of the grit removal system temporarily



- Piping is being replaced with PVC and should be operational within the week

B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering reported on:


1) Cenex Addition 4th work has been completed by the contractor and the 4th-Final Pay Estimate has 
been submitted for $73,146.22 (Up from original $69,121.22 submitted in the Council Packets)- 
Engineer recommends the Council Approval of Pay Estimate.

2) A project punch list drafted by City Staff and WHKS was finish by the contractor


3) Once approved, the project will have a one year warranty period in which the contractor is 
responsible for 
  
     repairs for failures to improvements made under the contract 


4) The pavement will have an additional three year warranty for the road because the subcontractor did 
not follow specifications of tack oil on the road between the 1st and 2nd layer of asphalt 
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
15-034 = Receiving Petition for Public Easement Vacation Request and Calling for a Public Hearing: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
15-035 = Approving Pay Request No. 4-Final for Schumacher Excavating, Inc. on Cenex Addition 4th: Majerus moved to approve the updated version of the Resolution and Pay Request totaling $73,146.22, Seconded by Kyllo.  Passed 5-0-0.
Mayor Holmes opened up the public hearing for consideration of vacation of public drainage and utility easements at 7:34pm.  Administrator Boulton explained that a request was made from the land owner to vacate the easements in order to sell three lots designed for duplexes for the construction of a single family home.  Since a single family home is planned be built on the parcels there would be no need for utility and drainage easements on the properties.  A second reason for vacating the easement would be to spur development.  There have been no new homes constructed in Wanamingo since 2008.  No public input was offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:39pm.
15-036 = Approving the Vacation of Public Drainage and Utility Easements:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.  The owner of the parcels will now be billed for the publication of the public hearing notice and the recording fee of the document with the Goodhue County Recorder's Office.
Administrator Boulton submitted a memo regarding the policing concerns from the night of July 3rd (Street Dance/4th of July Celebration).  Council members, Fire Department members, and the public made dozens of complaints about the overabundance of, demeanor of, and direction by law enforcement on that night.  Administrator Boulton spoke with Goodhue County Sheriff McNurlin and Patrol Major Paul Gielau regarding the concerns.  The Council requested that the coverage return to prior year levels, no outside police agencies take part in enforcement during the celebration, and that the City has the ability to share in the policing strategy leading up to the event.  The Mayor and City Administrator will have a direct meeting with the Sheriff along with the Wanamingo Police Work Group meeting later in the summer to discuss the event and other enforcement items in the Community. 

OLD BUSINESS: 
Administrator Boulton discussed and submitted a memo regarding a meeting between City officials and MN Department of Transportation on safety concerns at the MN TH 57/MN TH 60 Intersection.  City officials were pleased to hear that MNDOT had commissioned a study that included preliminary findings for the placement of a roundabout at the intersection.  Council members agreed that this was the only way to ensure that traffic slows down enough to reduce severe accidents at the intersection.  MNDOT is working on funding in the next 4-5 years through safety dedicated State/Federal funds.  City officials will continue to speak with State and Federally elected officials to ensure that the project is funded.

Administrator Boulton submitted a memo regarding the request by neighbors to again install the speed bumps on the 500 Block of 2nd Avenue.  Citizens living on the 500 Block showed up to support the installation.  Council members reviewed, as per Wanamingo Resolution 11-033, the speed bump pilot project.  Concerns were shared the point/counter point issues of speed bump installation including but not limited to: the request to put them in, neighbors stated that it slowed down traffic, the speed bumps have already been purchased, and a short-term fix until 2nd Ave/MN TH 60 entrance is closed off.  Counter points included additional maintenance of the bumps and the road due to installation and maintaining the bumps from coming loose, bumps pushing traffic to 3rd Avenue in which vehicles roll through stop signs, false sense of security by those living near bumps, and studies showing that speed bumps do not make a difference.  City Council members agreed to install the bumps roughly from when school is out at the end of May until school is back is session at the beginning of September.  The Council will review the speed bumps as the MN TH 57/MN TH 60 roundabout project moves further along in the next 3-4 years.
