ADOPT AGENDA:   Majerus motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0. 
Mayor Holmes opened by thanking residents of Mingo View Drive and the Alley between 1st Ave/High Ave/2nd Street W/3rd Street W for coming to this meeting to give input.  It is the intention of the City of Wanamingo to plan well in advance for a project that possible assessments.  The City acknowledges that both Mingo View Drive and the Alley are beyond the point of repair, therefore the City will not spend money on repairs for these roads in the future.  The City would like to build consensus with residents on scope of work and timing for the reconstruction of these roads.

PRESENTERS: 
A) Brandon Theobald - WHKS Engineering reported on:


1) Shared two road construction memos on Mingo View Drive and the alley between 1st Ave/High Ave/2nd 
Street W/3rd Street W - road conditions have gotten to the point that it is not economically feasible to make 
repairs


2) Recommendation is reclaim each the road and the alley asphalt and aggregate base, reshape that base with 
existing material, then place 4 inches of bituminous pavement on the base.  Areas might need to be dug out 
and better base material hauled in

3) Mingo View initial engineers costs would be $154,600 while the Alley initial engineers costs would be 
$21,700

4) These costs would be assessed through the City of Wanamingo assessment policy - the total project costs 
divided out equally for each benefitting parcel, then a 75% assessments to the homeowners


5) Adding curb/gutter to the Mingo View project would double the engineers estimate of project costs

6) Mingo View Sanitary sewer is not included in the original scope because there were no immediate failing 
septic system identified.  The sewer would not need to be part of this project because it could be its own 
stand alone project using directional drilling, placing the piping alongside the road, adding individual grinder 
pumps with a pressurized force main - similar to a project recently completed in Mantorville, MN


7) The City asked homeowners what scope of a project that they wanted and when they wanted the project to 
start
B) Homeowners comments/concerns:


1) Ted Hartgers inquired as to why the properties on top of the hill on the East side of Mingo View are not 
considered for possible assessment.  The engineer's reason is that these parcels are outside of City Limits and 
will not have access to Mingo View Drive.  Therefore, they currently show minimal benefit and are currently 
not considered for assessment.

2) Josh Schaefer inquired as to why a sanitary sewer was not considered and wanted to see costs.  His private 
system is compliant, but he has no more room if the system goes out of compliance to build a new system


-there was concern with adding sewer to the project since three septic systems were new or recently 


updated including Niewold's, Sjoblom's, and Flotterud's


3) Ted Hartgers inquired as to why a potential sewer collection system would not have one lift station instead 
of separate grinder pump/force main system.  City Engineer stated that this would not be cost effective as the 
single lift station alone would be over $150,000.  Additional, there would not be enough flow to effectively 
run this system without making the lines septic due to insufficient flow.

4) Leon Nerison likes the road construction scope of work proposal and thinks that the costs are reasonable 
but would like to see real numbers on sewer costs 


5) Ted Hartgers and Leon Nerison said that there was bedrock limestone three feet down in the dirt on the 
lower part of Mingo View Drive until half way up 2141 Mingo View Drive when the water line was 
installed.


6) Brian Radtke, Josh Schaefer, and Mindy Hartgers stated that curb and gutter are not necessary for Mingo 
View Drive


7) Ted Hartgers had concerns with a turnaround point for the garbage truck and delivery trucks.  Brandon 
Theobald said that this issue had been discussed and that a turnaround point would be added near the 
entrance of the nature trail.


8) Stu Ohr commented on the initial construction of the Alley: it was dug out and a base with large rock was 
added before three inches of asphalt was applied.  Residents paid for the asphalt on their own - nothing to do 
with the City of Wanamingo


9) Concerns from Mindy Hartgers, Jennifer Ohr, and Stu Ohr were made about why the Alley and Mingo 
View Drive were not maintained and if they would be maintained once reconstructed.  Administrator 
Boulton and Brandon Theobald stated that this is a budgetary concern and that funds are not always 
available.  Administrator Boulton added that Mingo View had seen the most dollars spent on road repairs in 
the community since he had been in Wanamingo since 2009.  Council Member VanDeWalker and Mayor 
Holmes stated that there are plans to invest larger amounts of funds in the next few years to road repairs 
throughout the community.


10) Residents from the Alley and Mingo View Drive wished to see the project completed as soon as possible, 
even if that means fall 2015 or spring 2016.

The Council instructed Brandon Theobald to produce an engineer's estimates on sanitary sewer costs so that the possibility of sewer installation can be brought back up for discussion at the August City Council Meeting.  The Council's intentions are to see if the sanitary sewer installation on Mingo View is desired before the process for initiating the project begins.  Questions, Comments and Concerns should be addressed to Mayor Ryan Holmes and City Administrator Boulton before the next meeting.
