ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

i. Presented 2011 actual expenses and transfers from the Operating Reserve Fund – required yearly.
ii. Capital Equipment Improvements for 2011 are $7,406 which includes a water heater, ranges, and refrigerators

iii. 2012 Levy Request will be $20,256 – this figure will be considered in the 2012 Levy

iv. SEMMCHRA is looking to refinance bond for facility between 2012 and 2014.  Once this refinance takes place, City will fully complete sale and obligations.  Operating Fund Reserve will be turned back over to the City ($50,000)

NEW BUSINESS:

a. Brandon Theobald from WHKS introduced himself.  He will be taking over for Glenn Gustafson as the City of Wanamingo’s Engineer.
1. Presented preliminary plans and cost estimates to the council on the replacement of the pedestrian bridge.  A proposed schedule for replacement of the bridge was presented.  This proposal has expectations of having the pedestrian bridge completed by December 2011.  An agreement for final designs was presented to the council for their consideration.

RESOLUTION:
11-047 = Approving revised Professional Service Agreement for final designs of pedestrian walking bridge with WHKS:  Holmes moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Benson offered to amend, seconded by Van De Walker to amend number 8, section 2 of the agreement for paying WHKS the day after receiving first funds from the State of Minnesota.  Amendment Passed 5-0-0.  Original Resolution Passed 5-0-0.
OLD BUSINESS:
a. Forfeited Property Discussion
a. A letter from the Goodhue County Auditor/Treasurer’s office was presented about 32 parcels of open land near the golf course that have been forfeited to the state because of unpaid property taxes and/or assessments.  The council had a number of questions that Administrator Boulton answered in a Memo to the Council.  The council had consensus to have Administrator Boulton place the sliver of park land and three parcels into the request and resolution that will be presented at the August 15th meetings.
