ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0. 
PRESENTERS: 
a. Public Hearing for Cenex 4th Addition Final Plat was opened by Mayor Holmes at 7:01pm
i. Brandon Theobald – WHKS Engineering - gave the Council the updated Final Plat for the Cenex 4th Addition

ii. Only minor changes occurred from Preliminary Plat from July 14th City Council Meeting
iii. A final plat will be sent to the County for final approval and a final plat signature page will be signed and recorded with the County

iv. Dan & Annette Fritz wanted to make sure no additional entrances were added to MN HWY 57 – there are not.  They also wanted to make sure Concast had additional entrances/exits on the new 3rd Avenue for truck traffic – they will.

v. Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing for Cenex 4th Addition Final Plat ay 7:06pm
b. RESOLUTION:
c. 14-049 = Approving Final Plat for Cenex 4th Addition:  Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Approved 4-0-0.

d. Public Hearing for 3-1 TIF Plan and Agreement between City of Wanamingo and Maple Island was opened by Mayor Holmes at 7:06pm
e. Tammy Omdahl – Northland Securities – gave the Council on overview of TIF District 3-1

f. TIF 3-1 establishes an Economic Development District

g. 9 year new property taxes collected (incremental increase in taxes) – estimated to bring in $700,000 over 9 years

h. Maple Island is requesting $443,000 in assistance for land acquisition and site preparation

i. Projected that the TIF District will be decertified before the 9 years are concluded

j. County & School District have been given the plan and had time to comment over 30 days – no comments given

k. Once the Council Approves, the documents will be filed with Goodhue County and the State

l. First taxes are estimated to be collected and then dispersed in 2016

m. Terms include Maple Island Creamery building the expansion and adding 15 new full time jobs

n. Greg Johnson – President of Maple Island Creamery – spoke to the Council on behalf of Maple Island and the need for assistance for their expansion of their facility

o. Business is growing, cramped for warehouse space at the three facilities

p. Just entered into 10-year contract extension for baby powder formula – makes facilities viable for the next decade

q. Added 18-22 people recently and may add up to 40 full time positions when the expansion is complete

r. Building construction will start in August 2014, by mid February 2015 hope to start utilizing some of the warehouse, and completion will be by the end of 2015.    
s. Buffy Beranek & Joe Wheeler – SEMMCHRA – Heritage Hills Report
i. Presented 2014 projected expenses and transfers from the Operating Reserve Fund – required yearly.
ii. Operating losses for 2014 are projected at $24,525.00
iii. Capital Equipment Improvements for 2014 are projected at $1,946.50
iv. SEMMCHRA is asking for a transfer of $24,525.00 from the operating reserve for projected losses in 2014 fiscal year.

v. 2015 Levy Request will be $25,000 – this figure will be considered in the 2015 Levy

vi. SEMMCHRA is looking to refinance bond for facility in 2017 or 2018.  Once this refinance takes place, City will fully complete sale and obligations.  Operating Fund Reserve will be turned back over to the City ($50,000)

vii. SEMMCHRA invested over $100,000 into Heritage Hills for revitalizations in 2013 & 2014 – parking lot, boilers, landscaping, and carpeting
t. Joe Wheeler – SEMMCHRA – Small Cities Program – MN DEED

i. Rural Development Grant obtained for Springcroft apartments – 31 units
ii. The State Rental portion of the program made Springcroft eligible for $300,000 in grants
iii. Around 12 single family houses were eligible for the Housing Assistance program as part of the grant
iv. Working on finishing paperwork to hire contractor to start work on Springcroft facility – other single family home work will follow
v. Administrator Boulton will work with Karen DuCharme from SEMMCHRA to ensure that the grant is administered

NEW BUSINESS:

a. 2015 Budget discussions

a. City Council looked at the staff proposal of the 2015 proposed budget, Memo on 2015 proposed budget, and proposed 2015 levy
b. Administrator Boulton explained a number of line items that had either changed from the previous year or needed an explanation.  He also explained a few changes since the budget was printed and delivered to the City Council Members in early July.
c. No serious concerns were raised and the proposals will be voted on at the August 11th meeting

b. RESOLUTION:
c. 14-053 = Approving Updated 10-Year Capital Improvements Plan for the City of Wanamingo: Benson moved to approved, seconded by Berquam. 
a. Capital Improvements 10-Year Plan Discussion took place – new items including roofs for screened in park shelter building and log cabin at the Riverside Park, Water Meter Replacement, and Well House #2 addition for chemical rooms.  Other items were adjusted for needs according to the 10-year timeline.
b. Passed 5-0-0.
d. An Update on Roger Petersen – City & EDA General Attorney will be retiring at the end of August.  A memo from Administrator Boulton explained options of going though formal process or hiring Hero Jorstad and Jacobsen (Handle prosecuting for City of Wanamingo) to handle general attorney duties.  Council instructed Administrator Boulton to have paperwork for the August meeting to hire Hero Jorstad and Jacobsen.

e. An Update was given to the City Council about the award of $250,000 from MN DEED for public infrastructure needs as part of the Cenex 4th Addition expansion.
