i. Finished jetting of all sewer lines – some sand and grit in the PVC lines

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
12-031 = Setting a date for a budget workshop City Council Meeting on July 23rd:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0
12-032 = Approving Election Judges for the Primary and General Elections: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0
12-033 = Determining the Vacation of a Public Drainage and Utility Easement and calling for Public Hearing:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0

Preliminary Budget discussions took place by the Council.  The police contract with Goodhue County was bought up.  Originally, the County introduced a 7% increase for 2013.  As of 7/9/12, the County came back with a 3.92% increase for 2013.  Each of the City Council members said that they would only be comfortable with a number less than a 3% increase for 2013.  It was also discussed that the preliminary levy numbers would be identical to the levy numbers of 2012.  No debt service retirements will be taking place in 2012.  Also, 2013 will be the high of debt service payments for the City of Wanamingo.  Additional and detailed discussion will take place at the budget workshop Council Meeting on the 23rd.
OLD BUSINESS:

Chicken Ordinance Request memo from City Attorney was read by the Council.  There was consensus not to move forward with public proposed changes to the ordinance to allow for additional areas to raise chickens.
