ADOPT AGENDA:   Majerus motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Mayor Holmes opened the Public Hearing for the Proposed Business Subsidy Policy Changes at 7:04PM:
Administrator Boulton explained that State Statutes had been recently changed in which requirements for a minimum number of jobs created and a minimum wage requirement are inserted into City’s Business Subsidy Policy for public assistance from local governments.  City/EDA staff and Kennedy & Graven law firm have a new policy for the Council/EDA to consider.  No staff/ attorney recommendations were made on the minimum number of jobs and a minimum wage rate for the jobs created as apart of a business subsidy.  A public hearing is required on any Business Subsidy Policy changes.  Council members debated the number of jobs and the wage minimum requirements.  The EDA recommended that a 2 job minimum and a 110% of the minimum wage would be sufficient to both encourage construction and have the City/EDA get something out of a business subsidy.  It was noted that each business subsidy would include its own development agreement and minimum number of jobs created and minimum wage requirement.  2 jobs and 110% of the minimum wage would only be the minimum.  No Public input was given. 

Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 7:10PM.

14-056 = Certifying Proposed Tax Levy for 2015:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
14-057 = Setting a date for a public hearing and continuation for the 2015 Budget Adoption:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.

14-058 = Approving Transfer of Money from Reserve to SEMMCHRA for 2014 vacancy, marketing, and capital costs:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
14-059 = Awarding bids on the Cenex 4th Addition Improvements and Entering into an Agreement with Contractor:  Benson moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.

Schumacher Excavating has a desire to start work on 8/12/14

Council discussed and requests that contractor have all documents signed and provided for agreement and bonds, all permits in place and submitted, and the Pre-Construction meeting completed before dirt work is to begin.

14-060 = Approving RFD from Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen for Civil Attorney Service for the City/EDA:  Benson moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.

OLD BUSINESS:

Water Tower Painting has been completed.  The tower will need to be refilled, including the testing process.  The contractor will be finishing clean up, including disposing of the waste material.  After this is completed the contractor will submit a pay request.  The contractor will come back at one-year anniversary and complete painting touch-ups to the tower.
Automatic systems will be paid in full for well houses rehab payments.  A rebate request was submitted to Xcel Energy for VFD’s installed at well houses.  TJ’s trucking will be paid all but 15% ($4,000) for their work on well houses.  There is some touch ups needed to paint where rust is showing though on piping in well houses.

Filing for office – Wanamingo Mayor, Two 4-Year City Council Positions, and One 2-Year City Council Special Election Position will be open.  Filing starts July 29th and ends August 12th at 5:00pm.  Filing occurs at Wanamingo City Hall.
