ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the amended agenda to include Luke Wallaker’s request on painting house numbers on curb for hire, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Majerus to consent.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Trimmed grass/weeds and conducted clean up on vacant lots around golf course
ii. Trimmed and sprayed 24D around nature trail walking bridge

iii. Mowed around Waste Water plant and nature trail

iv. Placed mulch on South side of City Hall and around Log Cabin

v. Rodder dismantled – fabricated into trailer with 3,500 pound axle

vi. Cut & Dug out water main shut-off valve riser pipes/curb stops – 8 of them – County Maintenance Department will assist in place asphalt back around new valves

vii. Pool inspected in July – new fence has to be 2” or less from ground – needs to be lowered in places

viii. Thoroughly cleaned shop – need bulbs replaced before winter in light fixtures

ix.  Purchased refinished stop signs, safety cones, and a new shop vacuum
B) Luke Swanson:

i. Requesting to further establish alley to his property on the 300 block between High Avenue and West Avenue
ii. Also requests that if alley is established that City Maintenance Staff will clear snow in winter

iii. Council agreed to split cost on establishing the 80’ to 90’ of alley and amending policy to clear snow in the winter on the established alley
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
13-039 = Adopting Proposed 2014 Budget for the City of Wanamingo: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-040 = Certifying Proposed 2014 Tax Levy to the Goodhue County Auditor: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-041 = Setting a date for a Public Hearing and Continuation on Proposed 2014 Budget and Levy: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-042 = Approving the transfer of funds from operating reserve to SEMMCHRA for 2013 vacancy, marketing, and capital overages: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
13-043 = Approving the 2014-2016 Contract Extension to the Franchise Agreement with Gibson Sanitation: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS:

A) State Senator Matt Schmit

a. 2013 He had three priorities: Balance the Budget, Better State/Local Partnership, & Get work complete by end of session
b. Started Session with $3 Billion deficit - $1 billion each on structural deficit, inflation & school shifts

c. Minnesota has seen a 3.5 economic growth in the last year

d. Legislature got rid of sales tax on local governments

e. 1.5% increase to schools

f. Destination Medical Center in Rochester - $400 million government investment for $3.5 private investment – possibly 30,000 new jobs in region

g. HWY 52 – needs to be freeway – safer crossings needed

h. Next Session should have a $850 million to $1 billion bonding bill

i. Worked hard, but did not make language in final tax bill to insert Wanamingo into language to share in Rochester Sales Tax – good neighbor program

j. Might be a special session for: Disaster Relief, warehouse tax repeal & farm equipment repair tax repeal

k. Council thanked Senator Schmit for assistance in championing Wanamingo to be included in good neighbor program of Rochester Sales Tax

l. Council stated that a HWY 52/HWY 57 full interchange is what they wish to see going forward

OLD BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:

13-044 = Approving 10-Year Capital Improvements Plan with a yearly review occurring every July during budgeting: Benson moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
A memo and map were presented to the Council regarding tax forfeited properties to the State of Minnesota.  36 of properties were forfeited in 2011 and 8 more will be forfeited in 2013.  The City acquired 4 of these parcels in order to add to an existing park.  Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton do not wish to acquire any of these for public purpose use or for redevelopment.  The Council agreed that they do not wish to compete with the private sector.  The lots will be leased to individuals willing to utilize the lots for agricultural purposes for 10 years.  These leases will have termination clauses for development purposes.

Mayor Holmes opened up the public hearing on abatement clean-up procedure at 7:42pm – no public input was given, closed at 7:49pm.

RESOLUTION:

13-045 = Approving Abatement Procedure for the Tires, Mattresses, & Furniture Located at 305 2nd Street E: Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 4-0-0. 
13-046= Declaring Hero, Jorstad, & Jacobsen Law Firm, P.A. Prosecuting Attorneys for the City of Wanamingo: VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Majerus.  Passed 4-0-0.
Luke Wallaker – written request to go door to door asking residents if they wanted street numbers painted on curbs.  The request said that there would be a charge of $6.00.  The request has been denied.  The Council did not wish to see any numbers painted on curbs.  The Council decided to table the request.  The Council has concerns with uniformity within the community.  Administrator Boulton will inform Mr. Wallaker of the decision and concerns.
