ii. Alley on 4th Street between High Avenue and West Avenue water washout fixed

iii. Mowed lots, trimmed lots, and removed junk from lots at the golf course

iv. Mowed walking trail, sprayed by pedestrian walking bridge, and mowed around pedestrian walking bridge

v. Fixed two hydrants – one on Main Street by Color Solve and one on Beverly and Nelson – received assistance from Jeff Dale of Minnesota Rural Water and additional assistance from a Minnesota Pipe rep

vi. Burned the tree/brush pile three times and pushed up and worked mulch pile a number of times

vii. Working on leaf blower – redo wagon – extend leaf blower by putting a dump box on the back – redoing suction system and resizing lines

NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
Mayor Berg opened the public hearing for the vacation of drainage & utility easement at 7:12pm.  

Administrator Boulton explained the reason for the vacation – developer wants to sell adjoining lots to new homeowner.  The lots had been platted and re-platted – leaving a 5 foot easement around each of the lots.  In order to remove the easements, the City must adopt a resolution after proper notification and public hearing.

12-037 = Approving the transfer of funds from operating reserve to SEMMCHRA for 2012 vacancy, marketing, and capital overages:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0
12-038 = Setting a date for public hearing and continuation on the proposed 2013 City Budget:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam
Possible Refinancing of 2005B and 2006C bonds through Northland Securities update: Benson motioned to allow staff to explore with Northland Securities a possible refinancing of 2005B and 2006C bonds, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0
An update was given to the Council by Administrator Boulton on the Wanamingo City Code 113 – Peddler’s Licenses – there is a defined fee to operate as a Peddler in Wanamingo, but there is no set dollar amount.  Administrator Boulton suggested eliminating the fee in the City Code language or instituting a fee on the fee schedule.  No action was taken by the Council.
