ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 4-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Jetting of the sewer lines completed

2) Kerf Cutter was used to cut out, repair, and replace the eight broken water valves.  It took 3.5 hours.  
Three of the valves needed to be cut free hand


3) Streets were swept


4) Pushed up brush/tree pile and burned tree pile


5) Built compost box at the Wanamingo Community Garden


6) WWTP had a power surge/lightning strike that effected the backup generator - turned in for possible 
insurance claim with LMCIT


7) Attended MN Rural Water Operator's Expo in Waconia on 9/8/2016

8) Pulled out and put away speed bumps located on 500 block of 2nd Avenue for the year


9) Mowed a number of times at the WWTP and lots by the old golf course

B) Jeff Pesta - KW Schools Superintendent spoke on:


1) Presented the School Boards facilities plan for the next three years.  


2) The State of Minnesota has increased funding for rural district for facilities where long-term planning 
takes place


3) Dream Like a Knight Facilities Plan - a long term planning process for facilities that will survey residents 
of the district in order to gauge public opinion for wish list items in order to see if current funding or bonding 
can fund projects (based on Tier I, Tier II, and Tier III achievement and funding plans). 


4) Presented enrollment goal options for strategic planning in 2016 by the School Board (including status 
quo, balanced census, and targeted growth)
NEW BUSINESS:
RESOLUTION:
16-048  = Appointing Eric Dierks to the open position on the Wanamingo City Council: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 4-0-0.
Council Member Dierks was administered the Oath of Office by Wanamingo City Administrator Michael Boulton
16-049  = Adopting 2016 4th Quarter Maintenance Work Plan: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-050 = Certifying Mowing Service to the Goodhue County Auditor-Treasurer for collection with Real Estate Taxes in 2017: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.
A memo was provided by Administrator Boulton to the Council regarding the franchise licensing agreement extension worked on by Council Member Ohr, City Administrator Boulton, and Dale Gibson of Gibson Sanitation.  The proposed extension included three additional years.  The garbage rates would increase by $0.25/month per year while the recycling would increase $1.00/month the first year and no increases the final two years.  In addition, Gibson would be replacing the recycling bins with 65 gallon containers clearly marked recycling. 
16-051 = Approving Agreement to Extend and Amend the Franchise Licensing Agreement with Gibson Sanitation: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Dierks.  Administrator Boulton stated that City Attorney David Jacobsen, will be finishing up a full version of the entire agreement rather than the presented amended franchise agreement.  The full version agreement will be signed by the Mayor, City Administrator, and Gibson Sanitation.  Passed 5-0-0.
16-052 = Approving Pay Request No. 1 for Rochester Sand & Gravel for 2016 Street and Alley Improvements: Flotterud moved to approve, Seconded by Ohr.  A discussion took place on what was involved with Pay Estimate No.1 and concerns regarding completing the project since it was roughly 5 weeks past completion date.  Administrator Boulton explained that only items not involving erosion control, topsoil borrow, turf establishment, hydro seeding, and hydrant protective posts were being requested and recommended to be paid.  The City would be holding back 5% retainage of $5,842.20, liquidated damages of $2,500 (actual engineering inspector overage costs), and remaining work listed above of $11,239.04.  Administrator Boulton went on to explain items yet to be completed in detail including:

1) Mingo View Drive – Hydrant Posts near the Nature Trail Entrance need to be installed

2) Mingo View Drive/440th Street - Dirt work around the radius’s

3) Mingo View Drive – Nature Trail Entrance – Remove all undesirable dirt placed by the sub contractor/replace with black dirt, ensure culvert set correctly so that water drains

4) Mingo View Drive - Slope of ditch from Flotterud (2141) to Hartgers (2159) is cut correctly to handle road water without washing out dirt next to road

5) Mingo View Drive/Alley – Hydro seeding entire exposed black dirt

6) Mingo View Drive – Bakken (2124) ensure slope of ditch allows homeowner to maintain property (mowing)

7) Mingo View Drive – Flotterud (2141) asphalt tire imprints from heavy truck – need to heat up and try and get marks removed

8) Mingo View Drive – Pack gravel edges – currently edges very loose and washing during rains

Additional discussion took place regarding the desire by the Council to have grass growing by October 1, 2016.  The Council instructs WHKS to give notice to contractor to have the subcontractor complete work or the City will look toward alternative options to finish the items listed above.  Options include the contractor hiring A different subcontractor/contractor completing the work themselves in the next week, contractor agreeing to walk away from remaining finish work of the contract and City hire a new contractor to finish work, or City canceling remaining contract from the contractor for cause (for lack of completion including 5 weeks of liquidated damages) and hiring a contractor to finish the work.  There was additional discussion focusing on garbage pickup routes.  Council wished to look at developing a route plan with the least garbage truck traffic on alleys.  Administrator Boulton said that he would work with Gibson Sanitation and Goodhue County GIS in the coming months to develop a mapped plan.  Passed 5-0-0.
