Jim Kittelson called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Pledge of Allegiance followed.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Holmes to adopt. Approved 4-0-0.
CONSENT AGENDA: Gudknecht motioned, seconded by Ohr to approve. Approved 4-0-0.

NEW BUSINESS: None
OLD BUSINESS:
Resolution 16-05 - Authorizing the Conveyance of Certain Property Located in the City of Wanamingo to Lexvold.  Holmes moved to approve, seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 4-0-0.

Administrator Boulton provided an update on the Proposed NorthStar Genetics Lease along with the EDA approved and NorthStar Genetics proposed improvements.  President Kittelson and Administrator Boulton provided a proposal to NorthStar Genetics for the rent of the space previously used as the workout center.  The proposed rent would start out at $745.00/month in 2017.  This rent would reflect the improvements to be made by the Wanamingo EDA and the proposed improvements to be made by NorthStar Genetics.  The NorthStar Genetics improvements would run roughly $10,000.  The EDA is willing to reflect a reduction in rent of $55.00/month for 8 years over the previous tenant's rent ($800.00/month) in order to cover half of the $10,000 of improvements.  The new monthly rent as part of the entire NorthStar Genetics lease would bring the three suites to an aggregate monthly rent of $0.56/square foot.  NorthStar Genetics has yet to provide an official response on the proposal. They have not made any immediate concerns/conditions/ requested adjustments to President Kittleson or Administrator Boulton.  Once an oral agreement is in place, the EDA Board will consider an addendum to the current lease in order to add the third suite with accompanying monthly rent.
The EDA board discussed the condition of the back entrance door to the Medical Center.  The bottom of the door is rusted, showing light and creating an air draft.  Administrator Boulton recommended adding $800-$1000 for the replacement of the door by the contractor.  Holmes moved to approve the door replacement and financial authorization to pay the contractor as an EDA expense, seconded by Gudknecht.  Passed 4-0-0. 
There being no further business Holmes made a motion seconded by Gudknecht to adjourn at 6:12 p.m.  Approved 4-0-0.
