QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Hold current American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor’s Certification.

2. Must be 17 years of age to be a Water Safety Instructor.

3. Be in good health and physically fit to perform emergency services.

4. Understand and be able to use sound teaching progressions and techniques.

5. Possess a teaching style that demonstrates enthusiasm, patience, and confidence and ability to relate to children and/or adults.

6. Must be able to accurately complete all record keeping related to course completion and certification records.

WSI DUTIES:

1. Be aware of a concerned for the safety, instruction and conduct of all persons under your supervision and the supervision of other instructors.

2. Demonstrate respect and cooperation to all co-workers and pool visitors.

3. Dress in the appropriately styled suit.

4. Uniformly enforce the pool rules and regulations.

5. Demonstrate knowledge and use of all teaching aids to benefit students.

6. Adhere to standards and regulations of the American Red Cross.

7. Make lessons educational and fun for the students.

8. Demonstrate willingness to be in the water to assist or teach skills to students.

9. Complete lesson planning and accurate, up-to-date record keeping.

10. In the event of an anticipated absence, make arrangements with the manager or charge person well in advance. 

11. Demonstrate teamwork and willingness to complete any assignments delegated by the pool manager or charge person.

12. Two warnings will be issued for non-compliance of instructor duties and responsibilities.  Upon the third disregard of required duties, your position will be terminated.
