ORDINANCE #170
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 71.08(A) OF CHAPTER 71:  TRAFFIC REGULATIONS; TITLE VII: TRAFFIC CODE – WANAMINGO CODE OF ORDINANCES.

The City Council of the City of Wanamingo, Minnesota, ordains:

That Section 71.08(A) of CHAPTER 71:  TRAFFIC REGULATIONS; TITLE VII: TRAFFIC CODE pertaining to DEFINITIONS of SNOWMOBILE AND ALL-TERRAIN TRAFFIC CONTROL REGULATIONS is hereby amended as follows:

(A) Definitions. All definitions, as used in M.S. §§ 84.81 and 84.92, are adopted and incorporated in this section as if fully set out herein. As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meaning stated below:

ALL-TERRAIN VEHICLE. A motorized flotation-tired vehicle of not less than 3 low-pressure tires, but not more than 6 tires, that has limited engine displacement of less than 800 cubic centimeters and total dry weight less than 900 pounds.

"All-terrain vehicle" or "vehicle" means a motorized vehicle of with: (1) not less than three, but not more than six low pressure or non-pneumatic tires; (2) a total dry weight of 2,000 pounds or less; and (3) a total width from outside of tire rim to outside of tire rim that is 65 inches or less. All-terrain vehicle includes a class 1 all-terrain vehicle as defined in Minn. Stat. §84.92 subd. 9 and class 2 all-terrain vehicle as defined in Minn. Stat. §84.92 subd. 10.  All-terrain vehicle does not include a golf cart, mini-truck, dune buggy, or go-cart or a vehicle designed and used specifically for lawn maintenance, agriculture, logging, or mining purposes.  

OPERATE. To ride in or on and control the operation of a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle.

OPERATOR. Every person who operates or is in actual physical control of a snowmobile or all-terrain vehicle.

OWNER. A person, other than a lien holder, having a property interest or title to a snowmobile or to an all-terrain vehicle and entitled to the use and possession thereof.

SNOWMOBILE. A self-propelled vehicle designed for travel on snow or ice steered by skis or runners.
