Wanamingo Community Garden Guidelines

The Wanamingo Community Garden is located within Torkelson Park on the north end of Nelson Drive/5th Street E.  The community garden has both raised bed plots and ground level plots for vine plants.  Raised bed plots are 4 feet by 8 feet while ground level plots are roughly 25 feet by 25 feet.  There will be a $25 refundable deposit for the growing season.  The refund is subject to the plot areas being returned to the condition before they were rented.


Contracts/Liability Waivers will be available by speaking with Wanamingo City Administrator, Michael Boulton, at 507-824-2477 or cityadministrator@cityofwanamingo.com.  Plots will be available at a one per family or organization on a first-reserved/deposit paid basis.  If you wish to rent more than one plot, the City will let you know by June 15th if there are still open plots.  The Community Garden will meeting every 3rd Thursday of the Month starting at 2:30PM in the Wanamingo City Council Chambers.  The Committee will discuss aspects of the Community Garden and provide input to City Staff.  All participants are welcome and encourage to attend.
· Completed, signed contract/liability waiver, and required deposit must be submitted by noon on May 20, 2016.
· Plots must be at least 1/2 planted by June 1st and fully planted by July 1st.  Removal of dead plants/non organic gardening material must be completed by November 1st.
· Plots must be kept clean: no weeds, over-ripe/diseased produce or plants/vines sprawling into the paths.  Keep entire plot planted/weeded/mulched.
· Esthetically pleasing (Subject to Committee Approval) trellises are acceptable, but must be removed by November 1st.
· Plots may not be used in growing of illegal plants.  Also, plots are not to be used to grow shrubs, trees, or plants that do not bear vegetables or spices.
· Garden plots are for personal use.  Commercial gardening is prohibited, beyond donations to charity.

· Entering or picking from other plots without permission is prohibited.

· Pets are discouraged from being in the community garden.
· Children under 12 years old must be supervised at all times, while children 12-18 are allowed access to a family plot, but can be asked to leave by adults (Participants, City Staff, or Committee Members) if trouble arises.
· No smoking or alcohol in the garden.

· No chemical pesticides - BT (Bacillus Thuringiensis) or Insecticidal Soap is Permitted


The City of Wanamingo will work the garden plots in the spring and the fall.  The City will provide water access to each of the plots.  The City will organize and assign plots at the beginning of the season.  The City reserves the right to have full access to all garden plots at any time.  This access is to ensure that all rules, regulations, and laws are being observed.  If necessary, the City may terminate a garden plot lease or activity for the safety and welfare of City property and its residents.  The rules above are not all inclusive and are subject to change by the Wanamingo Community Garden Committee.


The City assumes no liability for injury, damage, theft, or loss of property belonging to garden participants, before, during, or after the usage and/or lease of the plots.  Each participant will need to sign a garden contract, sign a liability waiver, and pay the $25 refundable deposit before the plot will be assigned.
