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CITY OF WANAMINGO

ORDINANCE NO. 141
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTIONS 72.02, 72.15, AND 72.99 OF THE WANAMINGO CODE OF ORDINCNCES REGULATING PARKING.
The City Council of the City of Wanamingo, Minnesota, ordains: 

That Section 72.05 of the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances entitled PRESUMPTION is hereby deleted and repealed and replaced with the revised Section 72.05 as follows:

SECTION 72.05 PRESUMPTION.


As to any vehicle perked in violation of Sections 72.03 through 72.05, 72.07 through 72.12, 72.14 and 72.15, when the driver thereof is not present, it shall be presumed that the owner of that vehicle parked the vehicle, or that the driver was acting as the agent of the owner or lessee.

That section 72.15 of the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances entitled PARKING ON PRIVATE PROPERTY WITHOUT CONSENT is hereby deleted and repealed and replaced with revised Section 72.15 as follows:
SECTION 72.15 PARKING ON PRIVATE PROPERTY WITHOUT CONSENT.


It is unlawful for any person to park or abandon a vehicle on the private property of another, or to abandon a vehicle on private property of another developed as an off-street parking area with legible signs restricting parking, unless such person has obtained the consent of the owner, lessee, or person in charge of such private property.  

That Section 72.99 of the Wanamingo Code of Ordinances entitled PENALTY is hereby deleted and repealed and replaced with the revised section 72.00 as follows:

SECTION 72.99 PENALTY.


Every person who violates any provision of this Chapter 72 when he or she performs an act thereby prohibited or declared unlawful, or fails to act when the failure is thereby prohibited or declare unlawful, shall be punished by a fine of $25.00 for each violation. If a person violates Section72.10 a second time within one (1) year period of a prior violation of Section 72.10, the fine for such second violation shall be $50.00. if a person violates Section 72.10 a third time within a one (1) year period of the first violation of Section 72.10, the penalty for such third violation shall constitute a petty misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished in accordance with Minnesota law. The fines as provided herein may be increased or otherwise revised from time to time by passage of an ordinance and upon the effective date of such ordinance, the revised fines shall be if effect.
This ordinance becomes effective from and after its passage and publication.
