ALSO PRESENT:  3 people from the Goodhue County Assessors Office, Ron Amundson, Palmer Brant, Brian Estrem, Dale & Kim Broadhead, Randall Udenberg, Todd Greseth, Ed Glestad.
ADOPT AGENDA:  Motion made by Berg, seconded by Holmes.  Passed  3-0-0.
NEW BUSINESS: Residents attended the meeting to contest their property values for the year of 2008:
70-100-0330: Ron Amundson (location hardware store on Main St) requested decrease in valuation due to having the business for sale for over a year at less than valuation.  Board Response: decrease to $100,000.00 valuation.

70-220-0060: Palmer Brant wanted decrease in valuation. Board decided to leave as is.
70-380-0770: Brian Estrem requested decrease in valuation.  He feels the land part is too high.  His was decreased last year.  Board decided to leave as is.

Dale & Kim Broadhead: of Prairie Ridge requested decrease.  Assessor had not gotten inside when assessed and now has so value will be determined by the county. (Property ID not located).
Randall Udenberg: request decrease in valuation on the storage unit building he has.  He  purchased in 2004 for 45,000.00 now valued at 53,000.00.  It was decided to look at the rental income and restructure value. (Property ID not located).
Todd Greseth: Lots are taking a long time to sell due to economy.  They are set up on 7 year platting where are taxed on less and gradually increases over 7 years to reach the value price.  Board left as is.

70-380-0730: Ed Glestad wondered why his lot was on this gradual increase like builders get.  It is because he had replatted to take part of adjoining lot.  He is getting the tax benefit by this.  Board left as is.

The Assessor’s office had received information from other residents that had questioned their real estate values:
70-100-0210: This property is owned by John Nelson and is located at 116 Main St.  The council instructed the County Assessors Office to look at the inside and change if reassessment warrants change.  

70-390-0010: This property is owned by Samuel Hertogs.  Board left as is.
70-380-0251: This property is owned by John Vangsness.  Assessor previously was not inside home, but now has been and he recommends reducing from over $400,000.00 to $380,000.00 due to evaluation of inside. 

70-380-0250: This property is owned by Geraldine Vangsness.  Assessor said is showing age and wear but there has been a screen porch and patio added that assessor did not have on record – so it will all come out about the same.  Board referred to the county to handle.

70-360-0450: Property owned by Amy Gezel of 439 Beverly St who bought house in 2005 for $240,000.00 and now is at $271,600.00.  Board referred to county to handle.

70-140-0090: Owner is Avis Erlanson at 512 Main. Board decided no change.

70-380-0580: Owner Marlene Malerich at 567 3rd Ave So.  Last year was valued at $170,000.00 and this year is 190,800.00.  Board deferred to the county to handle.

70-100-0020: Orville Lexvold of 233 2nd St.  Board deferred to county to handle.

Mavis Kyllo regarding four-plex.  Board deferred to the county to handle. (Property ID Not located).
Dennis Wickum had two parcels wanted reduced in valuation: 400 Main – needs work so wants adjusted down.   Board deferred to county to handle.  324 2nd Ave: board decided if adjusted now and then it would be reassessed in a year, so leave as is.  (Property IDs not located).
Brandon Lunde on High Ave: house sold for $244,900.00 but was foreclosed on again.  Sold again for 157,700.00.  Assessor to look at again.  (Property ID not located).
