ADOPT AGENDA:   Benson motioned to approve, seconded by Holmes.  No discussion.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Berg motioned to approve, seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
PUBLIC HEARING

Preliminary Plat Prairie Ridge 2nd addition: Hearing opened at 7:05 PM. Dan Tillsen presented replat that would allow individual cottage homes to be built instead of quad homes they had originally intended to build.  Due to the current economy he feels cottage homes would be a better financial decision at this time.  Berg motioned and Benson seconded to close the hearing at 7:15 PM.
PRESENTERS: 
Smith-Schaefer: Jason Boynton and Ben Turnquist gave a power-point presentation of the 2007 City of Wanamingo financial audit.  Hardcopy of presentation and financial statements are on file at City office.
Greg Erickson: Presented the necessity of emergency training for the City Staff and need for another siren.

Scott Goodman: Presented the process to sell the 73 fire truck.
Tom Thompson: Presented questions on garage size as shown in City Zoning compared to a request for building in Prairie Ridge.

NEW BUSINESS:

Resolutions

08-012 –Approving a Preliminary Plat for Mission Creek:  Berg motioned to approve, Benson seconded. Passed 5-0-0.

08-013 – Approving a Final Plat for Mission Creek:  Holmes motioned to approve Benson seconded.   Passed 5-0-0.
08-014 – Approving the 2007 City Audit:  The audit for the year ending 12/31/2007 has been completed and presented by the CPA firm of Smith-Schafer.  Berg motioned to approve, Holmes seconded.  Passed 5-0-0.  

08-015 – Directing City Staff to Participate in Emergency Management Training: Training to be held at the Wanamingo Fire Department at 7:00 PM April 21, 2008. Berg made a motion seconded by Benson to direct the city staff to participate.   Passed 5-0-0.
08-016 – Sale of 1973 Fire Department Truck: Scott Goodman reported mileage of 12559 on the truck, but due to age city probably will not be able to get too much for the truck.  Van De Walker motioned and Berg seconded to put bids out and check through League of MN Cities also. Passed 5-0-0. 
Other New Business:

Garage Size Request: Tom Thompson presented facts from the City’s Zoning rules regarding square footage allowed for garages.  Discussion followed and council said this zoning rule was not intended to limit 3 car garages from being built.  It was decided to have the City Attorney look at rewording this rule in zoning and permission was granted to Mr. & Mrs. Fritz to build their house in Prairie Ridge with a larger attached 3 stall garage.
Storm Siren: Gregg Erickson reported the city has only 1 siren and it cannot be heard at several locations on the outskirts of Wanamingo.  Discussion followed on research to be done to find some used ones if possible.  Patrick Christopherson and Gregg Erickson will work together on this search.
Swimming Pool: To date there is no manager hired for the pool for the 2008 summer season.  Opening date was decided to be the first full weekend of June 2008 and not on Memorial Day weekend.
Golf Course Affidavit: An affidavit was requested of Elmer Broker regarding the maintenance of the golf course in 2007.  Mr. Broker is no longer an employee of the City and Patrick Christopherson, his replacement, was not here last summer and could not attest to what the affidavit  requested.  It was decided to not submit an affadvit.
ADJOURN:  At 8:05 P M a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Berg, seconded by Holmes.  Passed 5-0-0.
