a. Sludge was hauled from WW Plant – Injectors need tweaking and this chassis is slower than last
b. Future expansion of sludge dumping site may be needed – possibly EDA and Greg Erickson land

c. Sold old sludge truck for $12,500 – actual asking price

d. Swept leaves in street with street sweeper and dump truck

e. Cleaned up dump site with help from Jason’s – flood damage

f. Installed medication drop box in Police office @ City Hall
g. Had lights at the park fixed – breakers were under water

h. Working on cover for the salt/sand storage – costs to City are 2 new cement blocks and screws

i. Glenn Gustafson met with staff to discuss flood issues at waste water plant

j. Replaced 6 yield signs around town, installed stop sign on 9th Street & 3rd Ave, installed slow moving children at play sign up in Mingoview 

k. Surface water potential issue – Mingoview at the water tower.  Some reshaping may be needed to driveway and ditch
l. Hydrants will be flushed before temperatures change

m. Want to install waterline to WW plant testing building – have pipe, need fitting and valves

B) Gerry Henricks – Golf Course

a. Spoke about $70,000 + owed in back taxes and $80,000 in special assessments that will need to be paid before rezoning
b. Map was presented to council and developer on land that may be included in the abatement process
