RESOLUTION NO. 04- 043
ESTABLISHING PARK DEDICATION REQUIREMENTS
WHEREAS,
the City Council has reviewed park dedication requirements relating to both residential and commercial-industrial development; and

WHEREAS,
it was determined that fees should be updated to better reflect current conditions.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Wanamingo does 

hereby establish new and revised park dedication fees, which shall be the greater of each of the following:

Residential - 10% of land area or
Single family

$ 400.00 per dwelling unit

Multi-family

$ 300.00 per dwelling unit

Commercial - Industrial - 10% of land area or
Industrial

=
$800.00 per acre

Commercial

=
$800.00 per acre

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that developers and/or owners who dedicate parkland (in lieu of 

cash payment) shall be required to adhere to the following guidelines:

1.
All parks shall be accessible to the public.

a.
More than one access shall be provided, unless a substantial length of street frontage is provided.

b.
Each access shall have a minimum width of 30 feet.

2.
The City Council shall approve the name for each park.

3.
Trails shall connect the park with planned or established sidewalks along public streets, and with other planned or established trail systems.

4.
Trees shall be preserved to the greatest extent possible within all parks.

5.
All topsoil material existing on a dedicated parkland shall remain on the property, unless removal has been approved by the City Council.

6.
Wetlands, ponding acres and drainage ways accepted by the City shall not be considered in the land/cash contribution to the City.

FURTHER THE CITY COUNCIL RECOGNIZES that there is benefit to the City of Wanamingo 

for certain additional improvements to parkland provided by property owners and/or developers, and therefore agrees to negotiate credit (against parkland dedication requirement) for this additional work that is not considered incidental to the overall development of the subject subdivision.  Such credit shall be negotiated on a parcel by parcel basis, and shall be considered for the following:

1.
Additional grading that exceeds the requirements of the grading plan as approved by the City Council and is completed in accordance with the concept plan for the park design.

2.
Placement of additional topsoil material, as deemed necessary by the City Council.

3.
Removal of rocks from the park site, either by hand or with a mechanical rock picker.

4.       Seeding by the property owner and/or developer in accordance with 
            specification/requirements approved by the City Council, followed by watering 
                         and maintenance of the park site until such time that it is turned over to the City.

5. 
The Developer will be required to install park equipment, with the approval of      
        

the City Council, in the amount of $ ___________.
