ADOPT AGENDA:   Berquam motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Benson motioned, seconded by Berquam to consent.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Steve Haggstrom reported on:
i. Skating Rink flooded to make ice a number of times
ii. Looking at mobile paint sprayers for curbs and parking stall lines – Quotes obtained for sprayers and paint

iii. Batteries purchased and installed on grader

iv. Picked up and put away benches and garbage containers on Main Street

v. Toilet having problems at Medical Center – replaced with temporary toilet, may need to purchase and install new handicap accessible toilet 
vi. Took down and put away Christmas lights and decorations

vii. Salt/sanded streets multiple times – difficult when activation temp is over 10 degrees and Wanamingo has had many days below that point

viii. Well House by water tower – heat went out, water main broke on 11/11/14 – in contact with City Engineer and League of Minnesota Insurance Trust about fixing break

NEW BUSINESS:
Mayor Holmes addressed the Council, Staff, and Citizens.  Said thanks for a great 2013.  Debt continues to get paid off, City in better financial position than years past, and thanks everyone for bearing with the Council on tough decisions that were made.  Mayor Holmes looks forward to 2014 and beyond for the City of Wanamingo.  City will get make over with painting of water tower, painting of curbs, and a new 4th of July Banner.

14-001 = Approving 2014 Appointments & Legals: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-002 = Setting 2014 City Council Meeting Schedule: Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-003 = Authorizing temporary liquor license for the Fire Relief Association snowmobile run: VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-004 = Approving Reappointments to the Wanamingo Economic Development Authority Board:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-005 = Accepting Brandi Kyllo resignation as Pool Manager:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-006 = Accepting Personnel Committee recommendation of hiring Stephanie Kish as Pool Manager:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
14-007 = Approving 2014A Series Bond Refunding:  Berquam moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  George Eilertson, Northland Securities, spoke about the three bonds being refinanced; GO Series 2005A, GO Series 2005 B, GO Series 2006C Water Revenue.  New interest rate for life of bonds will be 2.538%, with a savings after all issuance costs of $92,745.21   Passed 5-0-0.
14-008 = Approving Liquor License for JB’s Tavern, replacing previously approved license for Ringo’s:  VanDeWalker moved to approve, Seconded by Benson.  Barney Nesseth, JB’s Tavern Owner, spoke about the changes of flooring, bathroom upgrades, and the creation of a theme.  Passed 5-0-0. 
14-009 = Authorizing a Public Hearing of the 2014 City of Wanamingo Small Cities Development Program Application:  Majerus moved to approve, Seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
Public Hearing on Ordinance #165 -2014 Fee Schedule was opened at 7:37pm.  No Public Input was offered.  Public Hearing closed at 7:42pm.

Ordinance #165 – 2014 Wanamingo Fee Schedule – 2nd Reading:  Benson moved to approve, Seconded by Majerus.  Administrator Boulton explained proposed additions and changes to fee schedule for 2014.  The proposed additions include listing Sewer Jetter, Generator – 60KW, Generator – 40KW, and 4-inch Wastewater Pump for the purposes of MNWARN, FEMA, and other reimbursable uses of City equipment.  Proposed fee changes would include the 5/8 Inch Water Meter going from $250 to $260, Debt Service water increasing from $20 to $22 a month (for water tower painting), Debt Service Sewer decreasing from $16.50 to $15.00 a month (offsetting water increase), and Garbage going down from $13 a month to $12.50 a month while instituting a recycling fee of $1.25 a month (in order to save residents money by not having to pay a 9.75% solid waste management tax on the garbage/recycling fee).  Passed 5-0-0.
A proposed schedule of the 2014 Water Tower painting and well house rehab was presented to the City Council.  Council will take into consideration the final plans in February.  If final plans are approved in February, Council will request sealed bids from contractors for the project in March.
The City Council went over the 2013 Outstanding Indebtedness Report for the City and the EDA.  City owes $5,214,414 in principal at the end of 2013.  The City paid $1,333,900 in principal in 2013.  The City and EDA total principal debt owed at the end of 2013 is $6,053,914.00.
