i. Sewer Inlet line cleaned out in the Sewer Plant
ii. Repaired 2 heaters in the Maintenance Shop.  3 out of the 4 in the shop were out of order

iii. Sanded Roads a number of times – may look into purchasing and converting a lime spreader to a sand spreader – approximate costs could be $500.00

iv. Dumpster at the City Park moved – people illegally dumping trash there in the winter

v. Shop Work – hydraulic fluid reservoir in the street sweeper leaking – repairing sludge truck oil leaks – and repairing pay loader hydraulic seal kit

vi. Christmas lights and banners taken down and placed in storage

vii. Goodhue County will be delivering a load of salt/sand for the bunker for snow removal use next week

viii. Rick Turri – City Contracted WW operator – will be sending in application for WW Treatment plant Operations Award for the City – City meets criteria

ix. If City took detention pond out of operation, MPCA would lower City WW Plant from 60 points to 55.  56 points is the cut off from a B plant to a C plant.  City Staff, Rick Turri, and City Engineers will look into feasibility and practicality

B) Brandon Theobald – WHKS

A) Spoke about the Professional Service Agreement for a water system storage and well house improvement study.  Presented a possible timeline, items that will be looked at, and possible funding sources for future water storage/well house upgrades.

OLD BUSINESS:

Second Reading of Ordinance 156 – 2012 Fees.  No public input.  VanDeWalker moved to approve, seconded by Berquam.  Passed 5-0-0.
*Next City Council meeting on 2/13/2012.
Mayor Berg brought up the Fire Department insurance/run money that is currently in a City Savings account.  Mayor Berg wanted the public and the fire department members to know that the City Auditors will be bringing recommendations forth.  These recommendations will more than likely include taking money out of a savings account and placing the money in the City checking and developing a fund.  Along with this, the money will then appear in the yearly City Audits.  It may also be beneficial for the City and Fire Department to develop a policy on how this money is billed, deposited, and spent in the near future.
Fire Department members Jim Kittelson, Josh Schaefer, Scott Goodman, and Brian Radtke voiced concerns about not placing money into the general fund and concerns about who would have control of money.
