ALSO PRESENT:   Peter Grimsrud – Zumbrota News Record, Brad Kennedy, Brandon Theobald - WHKS, Linae Glestad, Yvonne Bauer, David Boyum, and Barney Nesseth.
ADOPT AGENDA:   VanDeWalker motioned to adopt the agenda, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0. 
CONSENT AGENDA:  Flotterud motioned, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.
PRESENTERS: 
A) Brad Kennedy reported on:

1) Plowed snow and scraped ice off roads

2) Salt/sanded roads a number of times - went through two loads - had two additional loads delivered


3) Opened ice rink for the season - ice is close to ideal conditions


4) Mingo View water tower has had water clarity issues since the agitation pump was installed and turned on



a) WHKS and City staff have been working on a number of steps to correct water clarity


b) Steps to correct include continued flushing of tower, increased polymer, and checking to see if 


pump has variable rate
B) Brandon Theobald - WHKS spoke on:


1) A potential 2017 Roadway Improvements Project is being considered by the Council

2) An informal meeting with property owners was put together for this meeting - letters send out by City

3) Potential Project includes finishing the second asphalt (ware) lift in the Emerald Valley Sub-Division (5th 
Street, 3rd Street, & Ruby Court) for rough estimate of $100,000, repairing 5th Street road waves caused by 
settling for a rough estimate of $25,000, and lowering the manhole on Nelson Drive for a rough estimate of 
$5,000

4) Next phase of the project includes feasibility report in order to utilize special assessments


5) Linae Glestad asked how the assessments would be divided out - Brandon Theobald stated that this was a 
Council decision but the current assessment policy recommendations would include assessing 100% of the 
Emerald Valley project costs to benefitting properties.  The properties would be at two rate: one for a regular 
single family lots and 1/2 rate for duplex single family lots.


6) The total estimated project costs are $100,000 with a total equal lot calculations of 35.5


7) David Boyum asked why the project was considered now - answers involved potential break down of 1st 
asphalt lift/base with new home construction, advantageous pricing of oil, and potential for interest rates for 
City borrowing to increase in the near future.


8) Yvonne Bauer had concerns of driving on the road during construction - window of construction would be 
roughly a couple of days 

9) Ron Liu had written statements on wanting a potential lower % of the project assessed and the City taking 
on a portion of the project.  Mr. Liu was in support of the project moving forward and being completed.

10) David Fredrickson had let City Staff know ahead of time that he did not feel like the property where his 
home was located benefitted from a potential project and therefore did not believe that he should be assessed


11) Linae Glestad asked about the background of the project and why ware course was not finished - it was 
because the developer went bankrupt.  The base is generally paved one year and the ware course in generally 
paved the next year to allow for settling.


12) Yvonne Bauer and Linae Glestad had concerns regarding the retention pond needing to be cleaned out 
behind their homes like the pond near Cenex.  The land is not owned by the City and it would involve a 
process to conduct maintenance and assessments to benefitting properties.  City staff informed them that the 
pond was working correctly by taking on sediment.  The sediment/cattails seen were normal and did not need 
to be immediately addressed.  Brandon Theobald and staff would look into process.

13) Brad Kennedy had concerns with the recommendation of assessing an empty duplex lot at a lower rate 
than a regular lot since some of the current duplex lots had large homes built on them.
  He thought that
all vacant lots should be treated equal.
C) 
Mayor Holmes and Administrator Boulton went through a request for a dog kennel.  Katie Tang, the person 
making the request, did not show up.  Administrator Boulton stated that the current Code of Ordinances does 
not allow for kennels (93.06), but does speak to conditional use in the I-2 Industrial Park district (152.33).  
Administrator Boulton and Mayor Holmes recommends that the Council eventually take action to either fully 
restrict kennels (change language in 152.33) or allow for conditional use in I-2 Industrial (change language 
in 93.06).  The Council will consider the recommendation at the February City Council meeting, pending 
further contact/discussion with Katie Tang. 

D) County Commissioner Barney Nesseth spoke on:


1) Addressed the City Council on concerns over the Minnesota Building Code enforcement within the 
County

2) Commissioner Nesseth has a hypothesis that regulations added to the MN building code over the last few 
years have significantly added to the cost of building new homes in Goodhue County.


3) He would like support, through a resolution, by the City of Wanamingo to have the County research ways 
to make construction of new single family homes, in the County cheaper.  This would be including, but not 
limited to not adopting certain amendments to the MN Building Code.


4) The Council said that they may be interested in supporting Commission Nesseth and would review the 
issue and consider a resolution in February.

17-007 = Approving Pay Request No. 2-Final for Rochester Sand & Gravel on 2016 Street & Alley Improvements: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by Flotterud.  WHSK will ensure that turf restoration follow-up, culvert clean-outs, and the driveway crack are addressed as part of the warranty work. Passed 5-0-0.

17-008 = Approving Professional Service Agreement between the City of Wanamingo and WHKS for the purpose of conducting engineering and inspection on the 2017 Roadway Improvements Project: Dierks moved to approve, Seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

17-009 = Appointing Fire Department Officers for 2017: Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by VanDeWalker.  Passed 5-0-0.

17-010 = Authorizing a Temporary Gambling Permit for the Wanamingo Fire Relief Association: Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.
17-011 = Approving a Professional Service Agreement between the City of Wanamingo and WHSK for the purpose of conducting Engineering and Development of Wellhead Protection Plan Part II and City Water Supply Plan: Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Ohr.  Passed 5-0-0.

Ordinance #177 - Amending Zoning Code Regarding Energy Production - 1st Reading - Administrator Boulton stated that there had been requests to place solar panels on a parcel within City limits.  The current Wanamingo Code of Ordinances does not speak to solar power or any energy production.  Mayor Holmes, Administrator Boulton, and City Attorney Jacobsen drafted Ordinance #177 in order to allow for energy production within the City of Wanamingo but have each zoning district list energy production as a conditional use.  The conditional use will allow neighboring property owners to voice concerns.  It will ultimately allow the Council to consider reasonable conditions based on property conditions and concerns from neighbor property owners.
OLD BUSINESS: 
Public Hearing - Mayor Holmes opened Ordinance #176 2017 Fee Schedule Public Hearing at 8:17PM.  Administrator Boulton went over the recommended changes from 2016 Fee Schedule for the proposed 2017 fee schedule including increasing the garbage Fee from $13.00/month to $13.50/month, and the Recycling Fee from $1.75/month to $2.75/month.  No Public Comments Offered.  Mayor Holmes closed the public hearing at 8:22PM.

Ordinance #176 - 2017 Fee Schedule – 2nd Reading – Flotterud moved to approve, seconded by Dierks.  Passed 5-0-0.

Administrator Boulton presented the 2016 Wanamingo Outstanding Indebtedness Report.  The report included information for the City of Wanamingo and Wanamingo EDA.  The report has been submitted to Goodhue County According to the MN State Statutes.
